Later still, nt midnight, the Teutonic
wns sighted. The tug drew up
nlongslle. TI.e fnct thst
tho French liner I..i unscogne had not
been sighted was obtained, nnd then the
tug turned nnd ran with full speed back
10 Quarantine, whr the facts were put
on the JNlrc that led Into "The World"
office.

At It o clock the Vosburg's steer-

NO NEWS OF THE GASCOGNE.

This Is Ihe .llstli Ilar Ihe French
Liner Is Overdue.

It wns sad news for those Interested
In the I'renih liner La Uascogne, now
more than six days overdue from Havre,
when tlio Teutonic arrived In port with-
out n word about the mtsnlng ship.
Agent Forget had been hoping with hope
born of desperutlon. that the White. Star
liner noun, bring news of I.a. e,

even If It was but ihe news that
those on board had been saved and tho
magnificent ocean greyhound abandoned.
When tho Teutonic's captain reached
here as Ignorant of L.a Gascogne as the
anxious friends of passengers on shore,
I' was plain thai Mr. Forget kept up
his cheerful disposition by the greatest
effort.

Those most familiar with the ways of
the sea In a storm said, however, that
while It Is almost unprecedented for
such a ship as La Gascogne to be out
so long without nejs, there Is no rea-t.o- n

for concluding the ship has foun-

dered, as these are among the unprece-
dented times on tho ocean,

EJ'en If a vessel should pass nearby
the disabled steamer. It Is argued by old
salts that a signal of distress might not
be seen or heard In a furious gale, and
the unfortunate ship therefore might re-

main undiscovered until she drifted out
of the course ot ocean liners. She fnlgit
on account ot th prevailing winds at sea

each the Azores If an accident occurred
airing the early part of her course, or
pcsslbly tho Bermudas, 'f later on. Or
she might be driven to some shore, and
with tho little sail she carries reach
some port in Bafety.

All this theorizing Is based,
on the supposition that Ln Guscogne's
machinery has broken' down and tho
ship Is still seaworthy. This would bo
truo If she bioko tier shaft, and the
accident was discovered In time to
prevent the broken pieces from smash-
ing holes In tho ship.

In tho case of the Umbrla, two years
ago, when the shaft was broken, the
machinery was stopped In time, al-

though there was great danger for a
time.

The ship did not reach this port for
seven days. News of her came on the
fourth day, however, but that was not
In such wcuthcr as ln raging now.

If La Gascogne has not drifted out of
her course, and Is still adrift, she may,
of course, be receiving aid from the
Ited Star liner Ilhynland, now nearly
four days overdue from Antwerp;
La Normandle, sister ship of La Uas-

cogne, due In port the
Frc.ich liner La Touralne, now under
jvay for Havre, or the freighter Mani-

toba.
The rthynland Is more likely than

any other vessel to be giving aid to
La Gascogne, Her New York agent,
James . Wright. Jr.. is Inclined to
explain her delay In this way. He
eas lie lies no anxiety about tho Ithyn-inn- d

nnd has the greatest confidence
In her conimandci, Capt. Mills.

It is tl ought the Ilhynland would be
willing to lck La Gascogne In low. If
It waa rt all safe to do so. Marine
guessers say the Itbyruand anl La Gas-
cogne may come Into port together.

The captain of La Touraln. the
J'rench liner now on her way to Havre,
was Instructed by Agent Forget to sail
well to the south, keep a sharp lookout
for Ln Gascogne. and In any event to
put Into the first port possible, and
cable whether he came across the milt-
ing vessel.

If La Touralne finds La Gasc,ogn. she,
of course, wll. endeavor to save the
ship and take her In tow. Ill preference
to transferring passengers.

La N'ormanille, which Is following ths
same course as La Gascogne, would do
the en tne. and It Is no doubt improbable
shn may have her sister ship In tow.

Agent Forget said this morning he Is
bislng his hope for the first news from
La taascogne on La Normandle, which
follow In the same pnth as her sitter
ship La Normandle left Havre last
Saturday before La Oascogne waa over-
due, so no particular watch wttl be
kept. The man on the bridge Is always
on the lookout during such weather as
this.

"The arrival nf the Teutonic without
nen Is discouraging in one sense,"
said Mr. Foget this morning! "but It
must be borne In mind that as th
Teutonic was delayed three days by
the storm, another vessel might be kept
back n week or even longer. I tilt be-
lieve La Gascogne Is safe and It delayed
by her machinery breaking down.

Agent Wright, of the Red.Btar line,
paid this morning he Is not at all anx-
ious nbout the Ilhynland.

"She seldom gets In until Wednesday,"
he said, "and when the Teutonic wat
delayed three dnvs It ! tut remarkable
the Rhyntand should bb .is much or
morn time behind. It Is possible also
she Is giving help to La Giseogne."
