DIED OF HICCOUGHS.

The Iloaril of Health Finally Per-
mits Mr. lMrsson's Funeral.

Because Dr. H. W. HanforJ turned Into
the Board of Health a certificate giving as
the cause of death In the case of Robert
1,. Plrsson, a granite dealer, who llvs
at 34 W.st Sixty-sixt- h street, what Is
known as "traumatic peritonitis," that
body yesterday refused to grant a burial
permit. The permit was granted this
morning, however, and the funeral took
place at 9.30 o'clock.

In January last Mr. Plrsson had a
severe attack of the grip, and he went
out before he had entirely recovered.
The result was a relapse. On Sunday a
week ago Dr. Hanford was called In to
attend him, and he found his patient
suffering from a most violent attack of
hiccoughs, which were continued, despite
the physician's efforts, until Thursday,
and on Sunday I'lrsson died.

Dr. Hanford says he gave his patient
ether, chloroform and Pulsatilla to re-
lieve the spasms, but on Thursday
peritonitis developed as a result of the
continual hiccoughing.

Miss A, M, Rels, who was the nurss In
the case. Is positive the hiccoughs had
nothing to do with the death, and she
further says they were caused by a hot
drink of some kind which was given to
the patient.
