Cap-Defen- in a Bace.

"Vigilant Wns Top-Hea- vy on the
Quarterdeck," Says an Old-Tim- er.

"I hear that Capt Terry Is considered
in connection with the question who
shall command the this
year," said the old yachtsman, as he
gazed Bbout at the models and pictures
that decorate the walls of the club-roo-

"The syndicate might do worse, but who-
ever Is engaged should be In sole com-
mand, If the muddle of 1893 Is not to be
repoated.

"Why, sir," he continued, "It Is not
to be wondered at that the Englishmen
who saw the lost cup races have ever
since had a mighty low opinion of our
yacht sailors. Vigilant might Just as
well have had a lot of shoemakers and
tailors aboard, for with her handling
she didn't approximate the showing that
should have been made.

"Understand, now, I don't want to
discredit the ability of any single one
of the men who sailed her, from Nat
Herresholt down to the youngest fore-
mast hand. Take each Individual and
he may have been a thorough jacht
sailor. The trouble is that 'here were
too many captains aboard.

"A yacht In a iace needs only one
skipper, whether she bo a twenty-foo- t
cat boat or a two hundred-to- n schooner,
and that skipper should be the man at
the wheel. He knows more .tbout what
tho boat is doing and whether her sjIIs
are drawing properly "nan any man
aboard. The tiller or wheel Is the pulse
of the entire being for a big racingyacht Is as much alive as the friskiestyoungster that ever lived.

"Take a man like Joe Klsworth orany of the old-tim- e skippers, put himat the stick on the darkest night, when
he can't see the luff of the mainsail, and
he will call out for an extra pull on the
Jib sheets or a slackening off of the stay-
sail sheets and tell how many Inches to
let off to a dot. He feels the boat and
could sail her with his ees shut.

"All this d nonsense of a'captain of the sal!",' a 'captain of theballast,' a Vaptaln of the lee staysail
sheet,' a 'captain of the centreboard pen-
nant,' and what not," growled the

tar, "Is the worst kind of rot.It confuses the crew to divide It up Intogangs like day laboiers and wastes time
In transmitting orders u foot at a time,
si thai when the General Commodore
In charge of this departmental navy
wantd an Inch flatter Jib sheet It takesa whole signal-servic- e sstem to get the
order from the quarter to the heel of the.bowsprit. And when a dozen or so of
