damands.

Thia sort of business has lIasted for
two mouths now, and it In time 1t was
stopped short. The horde of place-hunt-

. ovs who hang around the City Hall are
& publie nuisance and ought (0 be
sbated.

Publie opinion will amply justify the
Mayor in shutting his door for the
present to all private citizens, except
those who come by his own appolut
ment, and even to publie ofMcinls, rx-
ecept on errands directly connected with
eity affaira,

HOWOATE'S ACQUITTAL.

The trial of Capt. Henry W. Howgate,
formerly of the Signal-Service Bureau,
for embeszlement wnd forgery ended
last week at Washington, and vesterday
the jury brought In a verdict of “not
gullty,” after having heen out for throe
days.

It has never been the desire of the
Government, for some reason or other,
1o convict the aceused. He has Leen al-
lowed to go at large for years, and when
he wua at last arrested by a suporser-
viceabls offlcer who recognized him
Mving and doing business in this cliy,
the prosecution became a farce. Dovu-
ments alleged to be certuin to huve
proved the prisoner's guilt had deap-
poared from the Government fles wndd
whole pages were found to have beey
torn from official boolks.

Howgate to protect him Is not know.

much knowledge concerning the npera.
tions of high Government officers |n g
‘wimilar &rection to make his conviction

expedient.
