In “An Ideal Husband" there are some
delightfully sincers passages, however,
Oscar s not without real eentiment,
although he objects to belng considered
In & merious light. His utterances on
the subject of the judgment of men by
Women are capital—exquisitely written,
and full of glorious feeling. They re-
deem the frivolity of “An Ideal Hus-
band,” and will do more for it than the
plot or the eplgrams. Yet some of the
Wilde bubbles are mont entertaining,
He says: “Morality is the attituds we
ndopt towards people we dislike:" *It
I8 always nioe to be exproted and not
to arrive;” “Nothing ages like happl-
ness;" "It Im your duty to marry, for
you ecannot alwaya live for pleanure;"
“When a man has once loved n woman,
he will do anything for her except con-
tinue to love her—and mo on.

The play was splendidly stnged and
remarkably  well acted.  The honors
were carried off by Miss thoda Cam-
#rom, the beat actress Mr. Frohman has
ever had in hia company., As the lady
with the past she was sincere, arilstle
and careful not to exnggerils some
vikther  conventlonnl  situations,  Miss
Isabel Irving was very much In earnest,
but she Is not an emotional actress and
hor angulsh falled to convines. Kelcey
was admirable, One absolutely forgot
the trousers questlon when he was on
the stage. Bteplien Cratton lapsed Into
melodrama rather unfortunntely, but W,
J. Lo Moyne, Mrs. Waleor and Kathn-
rine Florence gave faultless Interpreta-
tions of thelr roles, ALAN DALE.
