The hearts of 190,418 Irish people who
have cast thelr lot In the clty of New
York and those of twice as many other
citizens whose forbears came from the
green little Isle over the sea beat strong
with love for the "Old Dart” and rev-
erence for Bt.

Twelve thousand stalwart men from
the old wod were In preparation all
morning for the forty-fourth annual
parsde of the Iriah Bocletles of New
York and the celebration, afternoon and
evening, at Lion Parit.

The m@mbers of the “Anclent Order
of Hibernlans In Ame lca' were In an-
ticipatory enjoyment of thelr annual
Irish National festival and game, feast
of reason, fMlow of soul and dance this
afternoon and evening at Bulser's Har-
lem River Park, Bec.nd avenue and Une
Hundred and Twenty-seventh street,
while the Irish-Americans of Brookiyn
were making preparations for similar
commemorations of the day.

The green fiag did not float from the
staff on the City Hall, but Erin's goiden
harp on a verdant feld was displayed
from thovsands of windows, and the
flag foated from the Emigrant Savings
Bank and from scores of other peaks,
