WASHINGTON, March 23.—The de-
mands of the Administration directed to
Great Hritain in the Nicaraguan mat-
ter can now be stated with defliteness,
They are briefly that no buckward step
be taken by Ureat BHritain,
even to temporary occupanvy of terrl-
tory.

Ever nince the Clayton-Bulwer treaty
the Unlted Bilaes has bueen steadily
pushing Great Britain towards & totul
relinguishment of her pretence of @«
protectorate over the Mosquilo coast,
and Becretary Bayurd finally clinched
he matter by securing & formul acknowl-
edgment from the ofMclals of Downing
streel that Great Britain olaimed no
such protectorate in any form.

The negoliations over this point at
present are practically confined to an
endeavor on the part of the United
Btates to secure from Great Britaln a
