The Smator who got the
I25.0U0 held on to It too tightly to suit
seme of his colleagues, and a notorious
lobbyist, who negotiated the transaction,
Is reported to have squealed.

None of the Senators involved are In
town, and the report cinnot be con-
firmed.

The amendment In question gives po-

licemen the right to appeal when dis-
missed. It was voted on list Wednesday
at d defeated by a vote of Id to 15.

Republican Leader Alnsworth will
probably Introduce In the Assembly to-

night a police bill pertaining to tho reor-g- a

illation of the New York City De-

partment that will further complicate
matters It will be a sort of compro-
mise between the Lexow bill and the
bills of the Committee of Ten, which
were knocked out In the Senate on
Thursday. This multiplicity of bills is
tho old. old trick of defeating any legis-
lation at all

Alnsnorth's bill carries out the bi-

partisan r.ature of the Lexow bills, but
confers all the authority to supervise the
reorganization of the Police Department
upon the Mayor.

Alnsworth stated last week that he
would vote for the bill, but
that he wanted the Mayor to have thepower to make the change necessary In
reorganizing the force. This bill will
carry out ths Idea.

Report comas from Buffalo this after-
noon that Senator Lamy has sent his
resignation to tile Governor.
