While it Is certain that thers are
Just as many pool-rooms running today
as when the proprielors were allowed
to do business openly, stlll the uninl-
tisted have a hard time trying to bet on
horse-racing There Is something In the
present manner of conducdng pool-
rooms to remind the gamhler of the
time when before the passage of the
Ives bLill every proprietor had to pay &
dosen or more watchers, and ralds from
Headguarters detectives were of fre-
Quent occurrence.

t'o get Into & pool-room in thess days
tie would-be bettor must be vouched for
by some one who Is well known to the
propristor or the watchern.

Beouts are out on every corner. The
appearance of ward men and detectivea
s pslgnalled, ana even If ralds are
contemplated, the difficultiea of making
successful caplures seem almost insur-
mountable.

Nelther |s there the same profit In the
pool-room business. The expense at-
tached to the running of each establlah-
ment s much greater, while the fear of
being betrayed necessarlly means a
light buniness,

Pool-Rooms Freferred to Track.

There was a time when hundreds of
men would prefer going Into a pool-
room than o a race track. On the
walls were the big blackboards ahowing
in large letters the names of the horses
entered In the different racen, the welghts
jockeys and the track betting. Inside
the ralling a telegraph Instrument
clieked merrily, and as the race was
belng run at the track a deep-voiced
man described ths poaitions of the
horses at various pointa

All that 18 changed. There are few
blackboards now. Nelther In there
any man to call off the race. Inastead
¢f the bustling rooms of other days
men apeak only In whispers. Then there
is ,always fear that (he police might
drop In at any moment.

Several Ulose Together.

Within & atone's throw of the Grand
Central Depot half a dozen pool-rooma are
in operation, and to nearly all of these
an "Evening World'"* reporter managed
to gain admission yesterday. All of

. thess rooms are located over liquor
stores, through which entrance must be
effected.
