He shot himself In tho right temple
with 'a revolver.

He was once the Assistant Chief of the
Fire Department.

McCabe waa made a Deputy Chief of
the Fire Department, June 30, 1887. He
was relieved from active service in Jan-
uary, 1S93, becausp of defective vision,
and a chronic throat trouble.

Mr. McCahe waa born In this city. He
Joined tnj Fire Department In 1869 after
hiving previously served as a volunteei.
He was made Second Assistant Chief
Ju.y 4. 1S84.

I was or. July 4, 18S7, that "tused
tj be sent out at a fire In lem a
"three-six- " alarm, for which ,e was
tried by the Fire Commissioner and de-
posed from office. The alarm ot "three-sixes- "

becamo famous.
Af'T a hitter tight In the courts, Mr.

McCabe was reinstated on the ground
tnat the volume of the tire warranted
the alarm.

The Hoard decided that the "three-six- "
alarm, which called nearly nil the

firemen In the cltv to Harlem, needless-
ly exposed a great portion of the city to
a possible devastation by lire.

President O Drlen, In calling the sub-
ject up, said that Mr. Rogers had erected
coal pockets on the pier and fenced the
property In.

Mr. Rogers was asked who Mr. Mitch-
ell was and how h came to lease the
pier. On advice of counsel Mr. Rogers
declined to reply.

Commissioner Einstein then moved
that as the lease was at the pleasure of
the Board the lease be revoked.

Commissioner Phelan said such action
would be a great Injustice to Mr. Hol-
ers. He had spent considerable money
In Improvements, and to drive him out
would not be right. Commissioner Ein-
stein said he made the motion because
the Hoard wanted Information concern-
ing the pier, and Mr. Rogers declined
to give It. He Insisted on the motionbeing put.

President O'Brien said that he wishedto know who Mr. Mitchell was.
"I don't know who ha Is," blurted

out Mr. Ilogers, In defiance of his
counsel's advice.

"Do you not know that he was apoliceman?"
"I do not know who he was or Is. Ido not know the man at all."
The minutes of an old meeting were

then brought up. They showed thatthe subject had been considered by the
old Board a year ago. and the engineerwas Instructed b,r Commissioner White,
who was then President, to report on
the sublect six months hence.

Commissioner Phelan said that theminutes were not correct. Commission-
er blnsteln wanted the matter hurriedand his motion voted upon. This an-
gered Commissioner Phelan, who said
that the Board had demonstrated by
its recent action a desire to drivecommerce away from New York and topersecute those who were compelled to
remain.

President O'Brien replied that whatthey did was open to the public.
"We are responsible for our actions,"he concluded, ''and are perfectly willing

to challenge comparison with the eld
Board. We want to do only what Is

"Now, If you will stick to that, Mr.
President, I am with you," exclaimed
Commissioner Phelan, bringing his (1st
down on the table with sufficient forceto shake the floor.

"The old Board was a good one, and I
will leave It to Mayor Strong himself If
there was ever a Board so well con-
ducted as the last one.''

TO IMPROVE CITY TENEMENTS

Last of the Hearings on the Com-

mission's Bills Held To-Da- ys

Mr. Glider Dwells Upon the Start-

ling; Fire liecord.

The fourth and last of the Tenement-Hous- e

Commission's hills, which pro-

vides, among other things, for the bet-

ter sanitary Inspection of the tenement
districts and prohibits the use of teneme-

nt-houses as lo.lglng-house- s or for the
storage of rags, was granted a hearing
by the Mayor at 2 o'clock this afternoon.

Lawyer Mark Ash. representing the
Builders' Association, spoke against the
bill. He argued Utat the Increased C03t

of tenement buildings erected under the
proposed law would drive out the build-

ers and paralyze the business of teneme-

nt-house building In this city.
Other speakers against the bill de-

clared that the new law would so In-

crease the rent of tenement dwellers
that they would be total'.y unable to
live on their Incomes.

Samuel MoMlllen said that he was
putting up s. tenement-hous- e of the
better class at Ninety-fir- st street and
the Boulevard, and that In following
out the laws of the Tenement-Hous- e

Commission It had cost him J3.M0 ex-

tra for a five-stor- y house on a
lot.

Rlcnara watson uuner nnu nuiicr
Foster made speeches in favor of the
bill. In which they exhausted tho sub-
ject of sanitary tenement dwellings.

Mr. Gilder said In part:
"The most Important features of the

bill are, first, safeguards against fire In
existing tenements; second, the condem-
nation of unsanitary buildings; anil,
third. Improved construction of teneme-

nt-houses.

"It Is a startling fact brought out by
the Committee through the Investiga-
tions In our behalf by Mr. Brentano.
that, whereas the tenements of New
York are only 31 per cent, of all the
buildings, 63 per cent, of the Hies occur
In tenement-house- s. The greatest activ-
ity of the Fire Department, as every
one knows. Is In the tenement-hous- e

districts.
"Whatever the sociological reason of

the frequency of these tires, it Is a fact
that the dangjr from tire is an ever-prese- nt

menace to the tenement-nous- e

population. I do not think that the loss
and mlserv arising from this peril can
well be exaggerated. It Is not merely a
death danger, but a menial terror and a
threatened loss of property falling upon
those who can oo easily lose all they
possess.

"The cost of Are protection by means
of the Fire Department, according to Dr.
Shaw. Is twice that of the large city of

, London: and. In proportion to population,
four times that of London. The wholo
city Is taxed to save the expense of fire
precautions In our tenement-housc- a.
