Both fires was discovered by the Jan-
itors ot the respective buildings before
they had a cnance to do any damage,

sajs of 073 Boulevard was discovered aboutH t o'clock last evening. A box filled with
old clothing, which had been standing

I for a long time under the basement
stairs, was discovered In a blaze by
Michael Butterfleld, tho janitor.

"I had Just come up from tho cellar,"
said the janitor this morning, "where I
had been at work cleaning up a lot of
rubbish. Ths door opening on the street
In the front basement was unlocked, but
I did not know of any one who had en-f- c

tered the cellar.

"1 was In the hallway on the second
floor about i.M last evening," said
Donnelly this morning, "when 1 noticed
smoke coming up through the basement

Vdoor. hastened down nnd found a fire
In the closet In the rear

cellar. There was nothing In the
closet except pome old papers und a
quantity of rubbish and I had not
opened the place for some time.

"I had no clltilculty In putting out the
fire, and It was not necessary to send
out an alarm."

Janitor Donnelly stated that the door
of the basement was locked before dark,
and that tho origin of the tiro could not
possibly be explained by him. He had
seen no one In the cellar, although a
earch was made throughout the place

as soon as the blaze had been extln-g- k
gulshed.

The police of the West One Hundreth
street precinct are busy investigatingt h these two fires, but have so far been

W unable to obtain any trace of the lu
ll cendlarles.

Since the beginning of April there has
been an epidemic of fires on the upper
west Bide, especially In the vicinity of
Columbus avenue. In nearly every In-
stance attended by suspicious circum-
stances, nnd sometimes robbery.

number of fires in apartment-house- s of
the dlstrlot, and thereafter fires oc-
curred tno or three times a day at
least In this Immediate Wclnlty, until
the number reathed nearly a score. L'p
to laBt night, however, there had been a
lull of over a week.

49k the gang it firebugs, who. It is believed,

tart the fires for the purpose of rob-
bery Thursday, April 18, "The Kven-In- g

World" printed an account of two
Incendiary fires In the Harlem district,
started simultaneously within a block
of each other.

Since the firebugs began their work
about 150 families, numbering about 7W

have been put In danger offersons,, by their nefailous work.

Aa Interesting Point on the Comm-

on-Law Question
"I know of no law which compels a

man to support a woman he Is not
married to, and If the facts are as rep-
resented the defendant will be dis-
charged." said Justice Lawrence In Su-
preme Court, Chambers,

DROPPED DEAD IN A COURT.

An AKFd Mother's Heart Ilroke Over
Her Son.

A tragedy full of pathos occurred In
.leffersor Market Police Court nt noon

Mis. Ullen Sullivan, fell fainting
and died i.imoit Instantly as she was
about to make complaint before Justice
Talntor against her son John, and have
him committed for Intoxication for a
month.

This morning, at 9.30 o'clock, Mrs. Sul-
livan, who was a g woman
sixty-on- e years old, and lived at SI
Horatio street, went into the Charles
street station, accompanied by her son.
John Sullivan, thirty-on- e years old.

"1 want to ha.'e my boy committed
for a month," she announced to the
sergeant at the 'It almost breaki
my heart to do K but he has been drink
Ing heavily for two weeks now. and If
he U put away, maybe he'll straighten
up ami go to wo'k nialn."

The young man said he was perfectly
willing, and thought It would do him
good. He showed signs of a protracted
spree.

Patrolman Ferklns took the two over
to Jefferson Market, and the old mother
cat in the court-roo- until noon, wait-
ing for her son to be arraigned. Finally
the complaint had been made out, and
the prisoner called to the bar. It was
Just noon.

Mrs. Sullivan was called up by Patrol-
man Perkins. Thtre were teais In hei
eyes.

"Oh, I can't do it; I can't do it," she
sobbed. "Oh, Johnny, Johnny!"

The poor old woman staggered back
from the bridge In front of the Judge's
bench and clutched at her heart.

Policeman Perkins lei her staggering
back Into the corridor at the side of tlie
court-roo- There she fell on the floor
and efforts to revive her were fruitless.
When Dr. F. F. Clark, of St. VlncentV
Hospital, came In he said:

"The woman Is dead! Heart disease,
probably."

Mrs. Sullivan had died of a broken
heart. Her boy was still at the bar, a
pilsoner.

"Discharged," said Justice Talntor,
when he was told the poor woman was
dead.

The young man, silently weeping,
went out to find his dead mother.
