4, 1888, the Board of Alaermen passed a
resolution directing the Corporation
Counnal to compile the ordinances and
to hire such assistance as he desmed
necessary 1o make the task a succesa,
The resolution was approved on Jan. 30
of the same year by the Mayor,

Justive HBrown, In the Unlted States
DMstrict Court, to-day handed down
declsion In the cane of Collls I'. Hunting-
ton, who was arrested for viclation of
the Interstate Commerce law [n lssulng
PuEses,

Justice Brown denles the applieation
for a writ to remove Mr, Huntington
o California.

Mr. Huntington was arrested for a
violation of the Inter-State Commeroe
luw In lssulng a free puss over thae
Southern Pacifle Rallway to Lawyer
Frank M. Stone, of Ban Francisco,

The matter was called to the atten-
tlon of the Federal Grand Jury In ses-
glon In San Franclacs, which returned
an indietment.

Inl his opinton Judge HBrown says, In

part:
“The applleation for removal must be!
denled on the ground that the indlet-|
ment Ig fatally defective In not avering
thut mny use was ever minle of the
pidas, or that any transportation ws
ever furnished under (. When the in-|
dictment (& bivl in substance no  re-
movil will be grianted,'”

Judge Hrown goes on to say that the
act in gquestion was intendisd ta deal
with transportation, ard that there s
nothing in It which makes criminal the
mere insue of frees tickets or pasres that
are never used. A free tleket or a free
pars, he says, not usal ¢ not transpor-
tatian.

In conclusion he says:

“An ocensional amblguity arises from
tne use of the words ‘free pass’ as syn-
onymous with a free ride, In that senme,
and In that alone, o free pass may bLe
unimwful. This indictment, by describ-
Ig n ‘free pass’ as a writing, and In
these words prevents any possibhle con-
struction of the words of the Indlctment
In the unlawful sense of free transporie-
tlon, and am It does not charge any
transportation, It s not sufMelent to put
the defendant on trial, and therefors the
applieation to remove must be denied. *
