Justice  Barrett  Declares
Anotier Juror Must Be
Investigated.

RUMOR SAYS 1T 15 MR, STEI.

Henry B. Bire, a Relative, Been
Talking to the Accused
Inspecton

DEFENSE LAWYERS PROTEST.

Recess Taken in Order to Make
an Inquiry into the
Matter,

The MeLaughlin trinl has been unox-
peetedly delayed agnin, Another juror
in suspected, and an adjournment has
been taken untll statements made re-
garding him have been Investigated,

When Justice Barrett took the bench
at 11.30 this morning, after a long de-
iny, he made this announcement:

“Information has reached me this
morning affecting one of the members
of the jury, which will render It impon-
#ible for me to permit this case o go
on trial untfl the matter has been thor-
oughly luvestigated.

"1 will say that none of the ten men
who were In the jury box yesterday
morning are affected by this Informa-
tlon. It Is of much a character, how-
ever, as to demand hinmediate Investi-
gation, and I will, therefore, adjourn
this court untll 4 o'clock this afternoon
pending the inquiry.”

The twelve juroras had been altting in
the box for mearly ten minutes waltlng
for Justice Barrett to appear. His an-
nouncement created a sensation In the
court room, which was crowded at the
time,

Col. James and other counsel for In-
spector McLaughlin, as well as the de-
fendant himself, appeared to be greatiy
surprised, for they had fully expected
to go on with the trial this morning
Even Col. Fellows looked pussied.

“l don't know what it Is," he sald
"“Judge Barrett must have recelved his
Information fror. some outaide pource,
for 1 have hearu nothing agalnat any of
the present jurors.”

Justice Barrett Immediately retired
from the bench, and the jury were led
out by Capt. "Billy'" Ricketts into an
adjolning room.

It was evident from Justice Harrett's
remarks that he referred alther to Chas,
A. Bteln or Emanuel J. Pellkan, who
were the two jurors sworn In yestarday
to fill the vacancies causad by the dis-
missal of Jurers Durando and Frite
Which ons hes meant, however, hs did
not say.

Rumor had it that it was Mr. Btein
to whom the Justice referred. He Is
Juror No. 6, and & real-sstate broker at
132 Nassau street. It was said that the
information had been furnished to
Justice Barrett by one of the court
officern, that Henry B. Bire, who s a
relative of Mr, Stein had been seon
conversing with Inspector McLaughlin,
with whom he Is sald 10 ba Intimalsly
acquainted, in the Court-House corridor
this morning.

When asked about this, Inspector Me-
Laughlin stated that he knew nothing
about 1t, and his lawyers sald that they
could not Imagine what objection there
could be to Htein,

Justice Barrett ordered the adjourn-
ment In spite of & vigrous protest from
Col, James, who renewed the objections
ha made when Durando and Fritz were
dismissed and took an exception o the
Judge’'s ruling.

In reply to his protest, Justice Harrett
sald that he hoped that nothing would
be found that would disqualify the juror
he referred to. but the Information he
