SIR ROBERT PEEL IS DEAD.

Ills Son, Who Cut Quite a Figure
Here Last Year, Succeeds 111m.

Sir Robert Peel was the eldest son of
the Right Hon. Sir Robert Peel, the
famous English statesman. He was
born In 1S!2 and succeeded to the title
In 1850.

Robert Peel, who now succeeds to the
title and his father's estates, worth
f23.000 a year, gained considerable noto-
riety here on at least two occasions.

Two years ago, on his first trip here,
he was buncoed by a confidence man
named McDermott.

His last visit was made one year ago,
and he caused a sensation. He had
some time before met Miss Kittle Sand-for- d,

GRESHRM'SNOK MISCnRRIED

His Demand for Thurston's Beoall

Went to Hong Kong.

The Minister Has Resigned, and the
Affair Win Be Closed.

SAN FRANCISCO, May
advices received to-d- from Honolulu,
dated May 2, per stiamer Marlposi, are
as follows:

"The letter demanding the recall of
Minister Thurston Is her, and was read
to the executive session of the Council
jesterday afternoon. This letter had
been to Hong Kong. It went past Hono-
lulu In a bag with a couple of hundred
others.

The ground of the objection to Thurs-
ton Is confined to a single transaction.
The ole offense alleged Is that Thurs-
ton at the Legation showed to reporters
private letters to himself from Honolulu.

The particular letter that gae such
offene to the Secretary of &ute Inti-
mated In strong terms that Cleveland
and Gresham were largely responsible
for the January uprising here,

Gresham spokc to the Hawaiian Min-
ister about the matter. Tnurston said
that he regretted It very much, that In
the hurry of handling tha id mall ha
had shown this letter with others with-
out any special Intent. In short, he
apologised. Secretary Gresham there-
upon asked that the apology be sub-
mitted In writing. Thurston declined to
do this.

Oresh.im's letter Is dated Keb. 21, and
in strong language stated that Thurs-
ton Is no longer personals acceptable to
the Administration at Washington as
Hawaiian Minister, li is definite y sei-t.e- d

that Thurston will not return to
Washington. He has resigned his office,
his resignation to take clfect when his
succejsor has been appointed.

Extremists here urge that he be sent
back at once In order to face Gresham
again. They regard his return as a
backdown. The conservative feeling Is
that theie should be no playing to the
galleries, and that the relations of this
government to that of Washington
should be left to adjifst themselves In a
natural way.

Frank Hastings, who is at present in
charge of the Hawaiian Legation, will
probably be promoted to the position of
Minister. No retaliatory measures will
be taken by the Government, so a Cab-
inet officer states, and Minister Willis
will remain in Hawaii so far as any-
thing the officials on this side may do
or say to him.

SPECULATORS PROTEST.

Object to the Ordinance to Abolish
Their Occupation.

The hearing y before the Alder-mani- c

Law Committee on the proposed
ordinance to abolish theatre ticket
speculating, was largely attended by
the speculators themselves, but not a
theatrical manager appeared.

Manager A. M. Palmer sent a tele-

gram regretting that he could not be
present.

Several of the speculators spoke
against the passage of the ordinance.
They claimed that It would be taking
away from them a legitimate occupa-
tion, to pursue which they paid a
yearly license fee of S50.

One speaker said that to be able to
avoid the crowd at the tox-offlc- e was
an advantage for which many people
were willing to pay. He had, he said,
many regular customers, Including sev-
eral Judges and well known business
men.

The theatrical managers, he said, sent
the best scats In the house to the
hotels, where they were sold at an
advance, and often directed persons
asking for choice seats to go to the
hotels for them.

A letter was read from Francis S.
Palmer, private secretary to Collector
Kllbreth, who called the speculators
"pirates, and declared that they should
be run out of the business.

The Law Committee will report at the
next meeting of the Aldermen.

GEN. CAMPOS MADE NO DEAL

Reported Arrangement with Rebel
Lenders Is .Not Trne.

HAVANA, May 9. The correspondent
of the Associated Press here has made
inquiries In official circles regarding the
report that Captain-Gener- Martinez
Campos has reached a settlement with
the rebel leaders, and that the Insur-- 1

rectlon Is practically over. As a result
of these Inquiries, the statement Is
made that .the Captain-Gener- has not
reached a settlement with the rebels,
and that he will not do so. i

WASHINGTON, May 9 Official In-

formation reaching here Indicates that
the Spanish authorities no longer regard
the Cuban uprising ns a serious affair,
It is not considered that the trouble is
actually closed, but the authorities are'
satisfied that the revolt has ceased to
have the menacing aspect of a few weeks
ego. It Is so near an end that official
steps have been taken to discontinue
the reinforcement of naval and military
equipments, which were regarded as In-
dispensable a few weeks ago.

The Recorder Desires to See a
Famous Temple There.

Says He's Not Looking for Inspector
Williams's Corner Lots.

Recordci John W. Goff Is going to
take a vacation trip to Japan. He has
not yet decided when he will go, but it
will be as soon as he can spare the
time fiom his duties as Recorder. It
has been a pet Idea of Recorder Ooff
to visit the realms of the Mikado for a
long time, and now he feels that he
needs a sea voyage and a rest, and will
take the trip.

"I am not yet able to fix the date of
my departure," said the Recorder this
morning, "but It will not be In the ery
distant future. I would have gone this
Summer, but Judge Cowing Is going to
take a trip to Europe, and I will remain
here while he Is away and sit In his
court for him. As soon as I can get
away, I certainly Intend to visit Japan.

"I am not going for the purposo
of searching the titles of Inspector
Williams's corner lots there; 1 am
going principally to see a temple, an
old. ruined temple which I have heard
much of and which I understand Is one
of the architectural marvels of tho
world

"It was when I was an Assistant
District-Attorne- y that I became In-

terested In Japin. At that time I
prosecuted a Japanese sailor for murder.
Ills name was Child Oki Juraklrhl,
and he wns the first man condemned to
die under the Hlectrlcal Kxecutlon law
of this State. He was also the first man
In ner forty sears to be the only
murderer under sentence of death In
the Tombs."

will not go to Japan solely to see the
temple. I hae read much about thatcountry, and It Is to n15 most interest-
ing. I hae a great respect for the Jap-

their wonderful achleements In the
war with China."
