A FALSI FLEA.

"Not guilty," snld the blood-staine- d

Trolley Company when called to the bar
of tho Ilrooklyn rrlminnl Court yes-
terday to plead to tho charge of man-
slaughter for killing Mrs. Mary Mel-Ingc- r.

The Company was Indicted for this
crime by tho Grand Jury only through
tho persistent and earnest efforts of
"Tho livening World." The Indictment
charges only one killing. Indictments
might have been found nnd ought to
have been found ngnlnst the murderous
Trolley for slaughtering over one hun-

dred victims.
"Not guilty!" Though the crushed

and mangled body of the poor woman
has not been much over a month In
Its bloody grave,

"Not guilty!" Though over a hun-

dred mutilated corpses, the victims of
the Trolley, might have been laid before
the eyes of the Jurjmen to give the
plea the lie.

"Not guilty'" And the cruel corpora-
tion that made this falwi repori"e mani-

fested not the slightest uneasiness or
remor'e, looked upon the whole pro-
ceedings as a Joke, and was ready to
laugh over the Idea of responsibility.

It Is to bo hoped the Jury will treat
the plea as It oujrht to be treated. It
can only punish the Company thtnugli
Its pockets, but that Is a punishment It
feels. It ought to be tnado to pay
roundly for the killing of Mrs. Medln-ge- r

and for every human llfo It crushed
out. That Is the only way to make It
stop Its murderous work and put sonic
value on human life.

THE HEW MULBEBRY STREET BROOM.

There is a paying alKut new brooms,
and the new Police Commissioners cer-
tainly seem at present to sweep very
clean. Yesterday they mado a united
ami very vigorous attack on the supp.e-mentar- y

Police bill, known as the Ainn-wort- h
