The little Coroner, who will have to
nrust his friend the Sheriff If the Court
de lares that he is In contempt, was
not as voluble us usual, and ictuscd to
talk about the possibility of his per-
forming the dlsagrei iblu duty which
may devolve upon lilm.

He closed with an appeal for clemency
for llllngworlh on these gronn Is, nnd for
tho additional reasons that If the act
w is timenihle to the law, It was the
Shirllf who was responsible and not the
deputy and II a vlolatlin of the law had
hi en committed, llllngworlh ha 1 so far
expiated his nffensu by resigning.

"This was a direct mandate of this

Court to this man," said the Justice,
"and your contention has no bearing
upon the case."

Mr. .Maria an next spoke for Sheriff
Tamsen He said he had two affidavits,
one. of which was that of John J. Kelly,
a prison gmrd, which he re.nl. Kelly
said there was no assignment of special
duties, hut that It was arranged that
mine-wort- as the regular man atnwr anil Terminer, should hive charge
of any prisoner who might be committed
In the McLaughlin case He knew
nothing ahull; McLaughlin not having

.been taken primptly to the Tombs till
he saw In the newspapers. No word
had come to the Sheriff's otllce from
llllngworlh.

An nllliMvIt from Sheriff Tamsen was
' also read by Mr. Maclean It was verv
brief and simply ajicrted thit the Sheriff
was at his couniry plice, In tlreene
County, ftom I'rlday last until Sunday,
and that he bad no knowledge whatever
of any order having been given In theMcLaughlin case to any nf his sub-
ordinates. He sild that ho did not know
that llllngworth had been nppolnted to
attend to prisoners In the Court of Oyer
and Termli" r.

Justice llarrett, after henrlng thearguments of counsel, decided that so
far as Sheriff Tamsen was concerned
he should be discharged from the order
to show cause.

'In liitrn far IHInartTorth.
In the ca.se of llllngworth, however,

Justice llirrett said that an entirely
different principle applied. He wan ap-- Ipoint,, I to do official duty, and was
regiihuly assigned to the court. The
commitment was given Into his hands
to execute, and he should havo done It
Immediately

The only question was whether he had
disobeyed the mandate wilfully or not
Ills own afllihivlt, In which ho said he
compiled with Inspector McLaughlin's
n quest reluctantly, -- hawed that he had
disobeyed the order deliberately, and
w is. tlniefoie, guilty of n e rlmlnal con-
tempt, although no corrupt Intent had
been shown

Ho had also been guilty of untruth-
fulness in stat.ng to tho Court that he
had takin McLaughlin to the Tombs
at i o'clock, when he did not bilng him
theie until more than three hours later.

Miller Writes About llrlli-rr- y

anil Wnr Itecfirila
Augustus M. Miller, an ser-

geant, who was dismissed from the
force, and who now lives at 237 Willis
avenue, sent a letter to Commissioner
Andrews In which he questioned
tho war records of Captains Copeland
unci l'lckett, and accused Capt. Klllllea
of bribery.

The Comlssloners laid the matter over
Indefinitely.

Miller stated that Capt. Copeland never
went to tho war further than Hiker's
Island, where he was sent with Sou pa-

trolmen to itiell a disturbance nmong a
regiment of sJldlers who were waiting
on the Isl ind to be armed prior to being
sent to Washington. This was In 18SJ.

Miller alo accuses Capt. l'lckett by
saying that he led some of the rioters
during the draft riots when the United
States soldiers were shot down In Sec-
ond avenue

He says that Capt. l'lckett got him-
self relieved from duty In order to es-
cape danger in thu rioting, and that
he (Millet) was the Acting Sergeant In
the precinct at the time.

Capt Klllllea, ue'corellng to Miller,,
several e,irs ago lecelved a $J0) or'
MOD check from the keeper of a hall on
Korty-fouit- h street for the purpose of
allowing a disreputable ball to be held.

He sa he madn charges against
Klllllea, but they were eventually dis-
missed As the result of these charges
Miller alleges that (Jerald Jnffrey, who
was Klllllei's ordinance man, resigned
from thu Department.

PLEDGED TO POLICE REFORM.

Board Regrets tbe Failure of
tbo Reorganization BilL

Crooked Work Discovered In Con-

nection With Civil Service.

The I'ollce Hoard met at 10.20 this
morning, all the Commissioner, being
presenL

I'residcnt Hoosevelt stated that Police
Surgeon Darn had sent in his application
for retirement

"He Is entitled to retirement under the
rules," said I'ommlssloner Hoosevelt,
"but I nave asked him to remain at
least a month and help us out. He con-
sented, providing he Is relieved from
precinct duty and detailed to physical
examination work only."

"That can be arranged," said Com-
missioner Andrews.

Prea'dent Hoosevelt Introduced the fol-
lowing tesolutliin:

T.ie lljarJ of Police ilpeptr restretl tht failure of
the tglaiature to pais the Police Iteorganltatton
bill Iniruau.td by senator Leiow. ita enact-
ment .ouM sreatty have lightened the work of
the Board, ant It. tlefeit will greatly Increaae
that work. Hut Ihe linperatlie neceulty of the
reform U would hace facilitated haa become mure
than ever apparent, and the hoard of Police
pied'ea luelt to bend with etei Increaalni rigor
and reaolullon to Ita accumplli'unenL

The resolution wus unanimously
adopted.

President Roosevelt presented a paper
bearing the namra of all the policemen
who have been Indicted during the past
year.

"The Hoard Is competent and empow-
ered to proceed against these men,"
said Mr. Hoosevelt, "regardless of
whether they are now under Indictment
or have been."

The President then suggested, and It
was so determined, that Commissioners
Andrews und Parker take the list of
names und report on each case to the
Hoard as to whether proceedings should
be begun Immediately against those
now under Indictment or wait until the
courts have passed upon their cases.

Commissioner Andrews said that there
were cases of nearly a year's standing
In vhlch policemen had been charged
with various offenses, but had never
been punished.

"I suggest, sir, that this matter be
also Included In thl work delegated to
Commissioner Parker and myself," said
he.

"You don't mean to say that there are
certnln cases a year old?" exclaimed
Commissioner l'arker.

"Wei, nearly a year," replied Com-
missioner Andrews.

The Commissioners then took up the
subject of phjsical requirements of
candidates for appointment as police-
men.

Commissioner Orant recommended
that the extreme limit of age be placed
ut twenty-on- e to thirty years. Instead of
twenty-on- e to thlrty-llv- e veurs.

The Commissioner also asked that the
weight be llxed at 140 pounds Instead of
133, and the height not ldss than Ave
feet eight Inches.

"I agree with every thl.wmit the ex- -
treme low limit of the height," Raid
President Hoosevelt. "My experience In .

college football teams and athletics has
taught me that the live foot seven or
seven and a half man, stocklly built
and heulthy. Is far mora athletic than
the film six footers" '

Commissioners Andrews, and Parker
coincided with Col. ('.rant, and President
Hoosevelt withdrew his objection.

The next subject showed that there
