He carried with him some Iron weights,i carefully prepare. and constructed to

Tremalne started In a cab from the
Franklin Hoise, at the foot of Fulton
street. Brooklyn, shortly before 5 o'clock
It was exactly 0.1U o'clock when the ve-

hicle reached the Hiopklyn Wr.Tta
sleepy policeman tald no attention to
the cab as It bowled along until Tre-

malne got out shortly before reaching
the cradle In the centre of the Ills

SChUarset'lly cnwled throiiRh an opening
to the right, threw weights over his feet
snl huiic by hlH hands, steadying hlm- -

lf for his task He pt jlubly remained
.n that positlcm thirty or forty seconds

Then he relaxed his.hold. His body
shot through the air like a bullet. The
ISO feet to the surface of the water was
traversed In 4 counle of "cinfl

As he released his hold from the
structure he extended both arms, and

1 the weights, hanging like a basket from
his feet, kept him In a perfectly straight
position. He struck feet first the con-- .
cusslon making a report that could be
heard from both shores, and splashing
the water eight or ten feet In the air.

The body sank for an Instant or two,
then came to Iho surface, and the man
Immediately began to swim towards
the boat that had put out from the
Brooklyn side to rescue him.

Meanwhile the policemen on the bridge

were running about Ilka wild Indians.
They had seen two men get out of the
cab and one of them disappear. As
one bluecoat made after the cab. w Men
was then travelling at a rapid rate.
another placed the man under arrest.

Tremalne was rowed to the foot or
Djck street, where he hastily donned a
suit of dry clothes and started for the
hotel. He had scarcely gone thirty feet
when a bridge policeman, who had been
sent to Intercept him, asked him If ha
had seen a man get out of a boat,
Troma'.ne sent the policeman to the
next .iler. and hurried to the Franklin
House, where Jihn C. Bachman and
Samuel Eals stripped him and rubbed
him down with alcohol. Then tie was
put to bed.

"The upper part of my legs hurt me,
he said, ''but otherwise I feel all right.
I. can't tell you exactly what the sen-
sation 1 experienced was while going
through the air. It was similar to be-

ing on a high swing. For the Urns I
could not breathe. The next thing I
knew I had struck the water, and the
weights slipped from my feet. When
I arose to the surface I struck out In
the direction of the boat I saw coming
towards me. I have made a higher
Jump than that, but It Is difficult to
make people believe It."

Tremalne is a n Buffalo
newsboy. He Is twenty years old and
has short-croppe- d red hair, heavy
square Jaws, a decided pug nose and a
liberal supply of freckles. He claims
to have Jumped from the top of an Ice-

house at the foot of George street, To-
ronto, into the bay, a distance of 142

feet.
In August. 1894, he Jumped from the

Delaware, Lackawanna and Western
Rallroadcoal trestle at the Foot of Erie
street, Buffalo, a distance of ninety
feet, and then swam twelve mile with-
out resting to Eldorado Beach.

He says he accom-
plished It April 13, and revolved In the
air three times before Btrlklng the
water. He guarded against a repetition
of this y by placing heavier
weights on his feet and hanging until
he was perfectly balanced before re-
laxing h& grasp. There were doubts
expressed aa to whether he really had
accomplished the feat on the first oc-
casion There can be no doubt, how-ee- r,

about the successful accomplish-
ment of It

The bridge police detained the cab-
man who drove Tremalne for a time,
and permitted htm U go on his mate,
ment that the man must have caught
on the back of his cab without hisknowledge.

Michael Houlihan, forty-seve- n years
old, of 3 Fulton street, Brooklyn, was
seen by Policeman Michael Broderlck,as he was looking over the bridge atthe flying bridge Jumper. Houlihansprang Into the cab. which drove rap-
idly away. Broderlck Jumped on a gro-cery wagon and gave pursuit. Heoverhauled the cab near the tower andmade the arrest. .

Houlihan was arraigned In the AdamsStreet Police Court, Brooklyn, thismorning.
Houlihan, In answer to Justice Walsh's

question, refused to make a statementJustice Walsh said before he could actIn the matter It would be necessary toprove that a man had Jumped from thebrlJge.
Policeman TloJerlck could not swear

that any one had Jumped. He saw
"Toronto lied" In the water swimming,
and saw him picked up by a boat

Johnson and Qage Ordered to Fur
nish Bonds for Trial.

Justice; Deuel Considers It a Very

Peculiar Affair.

The examination of Charles Howard
Johnson, the cartoon artist, and his
(rlend William. H. Uagc, the Cripple
Creek, Col., mine operator, on Noah
Palmer's charge of brutal assault upon
him, was taken up by Police Justice
Deuel In Yorkvllle Court this morning.

Mr. Palmer, with a patch on his badly
damaged optic, advertised Iru 's

papers for wltnwses to an Incident
which occurred In Cafe May, In West
Twenty-eight- h street, a month ago, and
which he says was the preliminary and

Johnson nnd Gage had quite lost their
Jaunty air of ) cstcrday, and Gage, who
Lfems to be a decent aort of fellow,
was very downcast. He said prior to
the hearing:

"Johnson has got me Into a nasty
scrape. 1 was never In any trouhlp of
this sort or any sort before. I liao a
wife, and It Is terrible for her. I neer
saw the gentleman, Mr. Palmer, before
In my life, I wish I was out of It."

After listening to the testimony of
Mr. May and a waiter In the restaurant;
Mr. Howe, the tltlzen who Interfered,
the ticket seller and the plttform man,
on tho one side, and to Artist Johnfon's

crslon of the affair on the other, In
which Johnson said that Palmer was
the lnaultlng party, and that Palmer
followed them up to Fiity-elght- h street
and called Mr. Gage a liar without
provocation before any violence was
done, Police Justice Deuel said:

"I shall send both men on to trial In
Special Sessions for assault. It Is a
most remarkable colncldmce, to sty
the least, that all three of these men
should be on the same train and this
affair have happened acc.dentally.

"It Is remarkihle that there should
have been cutting with a lcnlfe, as re-
lated by Johnson, and that there should
hae been no assault by either John-
son or Gage, and nothing said about It
at the police station."

Judge Deuel fixed the bi'l at $310, and
at last accounts ft lends of the prison-
er were hustling for II

James O'Connor, a retired broker, liv-
ing at 633 Madison avenue, became
bondsman for Gage and Johnson, and
they were liberated until they are called
for trial In Special Sessions,.

Stapf Wn a Terribly Injured by an
Kxploalon In a. Ilrener).

The 8upreme Court Jury y re-

turned a sealed verdict for tl.000 In the
suit of Caspar Htapf against the

Stapf was employed as a cooper In the

defendant's brewery, and on the ISth

The Hrewery Company claimed thatfltapf, through his own negligence,
caused the explosion, having thrown
Improper material on the fire and clos-
ing the damper Instead nf opening it,
and that the heat becoming so Intense
the explosion naturally followed. As a
result of this explosion two workmen
and about twenty horses were killed.
