Only 94 ltcsrular Captains.
There are thirty-eig- precincts. Only

twenty-fou- r of them are now com-

manded by regularly appointed captains,
and this Includes several captains
whose applications for retirement are
now in the hands ot the Commissioners,
and some of them must be retired under
the law. Then there are also sergeants
whose applications are pending for ac-
tion by the Board.

Delay Dae n Civil Service.
Apparently the Police Board has made

little progress towards relieving this
stress of circumstances. It Is nearly a
month now since the reins of police af-

fairs fell Into tho hands of' Messrs.
Roosevelt, Andrews, Parker and Grant.
It is claimed by the Commissioners that
the labor ot Inaugurating the new Civil
Service Board In the Department Is the
Immediate cause of all the procrastina-
tion. They allege that It Is a weighty job
and a matter requiring lota of time and
much patience.

Before anything can be accomplished
the Commissioners say the Police De-
partment Civil Service examining board
must be organized. The material hasn't
all been selected yet for this eminently
Important and necessary body of men.
It was to have teen named last week,
but was not.

Great Obstacles to Overcome.
The Commissioners claim, furthermore,

that they nre meeting with great obsta-
cles In discovering competent material
for the Examining Board. Particularly
Is this true, they say, with reference to
securing a capable sergeant to perform
the office of secretary to the proposed
Examining Board.

A number of sergeants have been put
through the course, but so far as thepublic utterances ft the Commissionersare concerned, none has been discoveredamong all the sergeants who will, in
the Police Board's opinion, fill the bill.

"The force the active force, I mean,"said a Sergeant of large experience in
Department affairs, 'Ms greatly de-
pleted. The ranks have been thinnedout by the constant retirements anddismissals since away last Summer,
while no new appointments to speak
of have been made, and the force Is
hundreds of men short.
Fears an Epidemic of, Lawlessness.

"The thieves are alive to this stateof affairs and are making hay whilethere Is an opportunity.
"What can the patrolmen do? Theyare depleted In numbers, yet all theP' of the city must be covered."Night after night now when a patrol-man goes out on post, Instead of hisusual beat, which of Itself is a task,he has to Cover sometimes two or threeposts, each as long and as Importantas his own.
"Necessarily a man cannot be in twoplaces at the same Ume. This being thecase, it Is not strange, therefore, that"."'r nd robberies occur on his post,

while he Is away on the other end of it,perhaps ten blocks distant.
Many Suspicious Fires.

"With the force thus depleted. It isnot strange that fires have occurred sofrequently and so suspiciously tin theHarlem districts.
"What surprises me most Is that thereis not a greater epidemic of fires andcrimes than there Is. Something will

have to be done quickly, or there is go-
ing to be serious trouble.

"And who Is to baime? It seems to
me that this state of affairs might havebeen avoided had. the reform Commis-
sioners gone abotit the work of reor-
ganization in a business manner, andnnt trentrt flu. .rintia foiialn-k.- - nt Vt.h

A patrolman wrote a letter to a
friend. It was In confidence and ex-
pressed his views of the situation.

"I waa brought to trial." he com-
plains, "because the roundsman could
not find me on post.

He can in a makeshift way cover
a dozen posts, if nothing happens to
come up to claim his attention. Mean-
while the citizen is in danger."

Inspector Cnnlln Overworked,
This In the sentiment of all the patrol-

men who are counted the honest, hard-
working men of the force.

"How does It feel to be a private cit-
izen? First rate, I assure you."

It was Inspector, now citizen, Alex-

ander 8. Williams, who xpoke, and he
was talking to an "Evening World" re-

porter in the private parlor of his house,
nt 109 East Tentrl street, this morning.

Citizen Williams looked the picture of
comfort and good humor as he lounged
In an easy "hair, clad In citizen's attire
and wearing. Instead of his coat, a gaily
embroidered smoking Jacket, with blue
Ilk lapels, and puffing leisurely at his

after-breakfa-st cigar.

"In fact," he went on, "I never Im-

agined what a relief it would he to feel
myself perfectly at rest and free to do
as I pleased after all the years of hard
work I havo put In for the Police De-

partment. It's great," and Mr. Williams
looked as If he felt every thing he said.

"What I would like to nay now," he
continued, "after reading what the
papers have to say about my retire-
ment, Is that it was entirely voluntary,
and that I ever a single word was said
to me about resigning by any member
of the Board.

"It is a step I have been contemplat-
ing for a long time past, and I should
have sent In my resignation before hi 1

It not been for the fart that the Lexow
Committee Investigation had cast cer-
tain reflections upon my record, and,
following this, the Extraordlna'y
Grand Jury took up the work of In-
vestigating the charges mado by wit-
nesses before that Committee.

"Under the circumstances I could not
retire then, for It would have bwen
said that 1 was running awuy under
fire.

"Now, however, that It Is all over, and
the reorganization of the Dejairtment
by the new Is well underway, I felt that I was at liberty to carry
out my Intention, without arousing any
unf.ilr criticism."

"Have you made any plans for the
future?"

"Nothing at all as yet. I am nut of
a Job now, and I shall take hohio time
for rest before I think of doing any-
thing. The trouble In that I have been
hard at work for more than forty cars,
ever since I left school In fart, and
when a man has reached my nge I am
fifty-fiv- e It Is time he thought iihout
receiving some of the comforts of life.

"I've got a little money that I h,vi
saved, but not nearly ns much as tho
public has been made to believe. They
talk about $300,onn, but that Is all

It Is enough, however, to pro-
vide for me, and I am not worrying on
that score."

Citizen Williams added that as soon
as vacation time came ami his boys
were out of school he thought he should
take his family to his country resilience
