A PROFUSION OF FLOWERS.

Servioes Held in the East Room and
All the Diplomatic Corps
Were Present.

WASBHINGTON, May 20.—Before 8§
o'clogk this morning the floral tributes
to the distinguished dead bhegan arriv-
Ing at the old 'omeroy house, overlook-
Ing Lafayette Bquare, now an annex to
the Arlington Hotel, in which the re-
mains of the Secretary of Biate lay.
Only & few pleces, however, were re-
eelved there, Mont of them were sent
to the White House, where the service
war to take place.

The carket lay In the drawing-room
Inoking out upon the public square, Sec-
retary and Mra, Lamont, Flrat Assist-
ant Postmaster Jones, ex-Secretary of
the Treasury Bristow and Mrs, Bristow
and a few other Intimate friends were
with the sorrowing and stricken family.

Mre. Cresham, broken In wspirit, ex-
hausted by her long vigils, and over-
come with grief, was in such a nervous
state that her daughter and son pre-
vallel upon her not to undertake the
trying ordeal of attending the services
At the White House, At £30 o'clock the
doors were all cloged, and the stricken
family were left alone with thelr dead,
For about thirty minutes they remained,
laking their lust leave,

about Lafayveite Bquare and along the
curbs at Intervals of a few feet were
policemen to keep back the crowds al-
mady guthering in large numbers,

Philip Kurts Dies Buddenly with
Bymptoms of Poison.

Looks Like a Buieide, but the Doc-
tor Mystified,

Philip Kurts, who brarded In the fam-
fly of Mra. TRome Harris, on the first
floor of €9 Kast Bighty-first stroet, met
& strange death lust night. Whether hie
commiited sulcide or died from naturasl
causes the physiclan who was called In
wna unable to siate. He wsald there
were Indieations of pelson, hill they were
not atrong enough to furnish a deflulte
conclusion. Coroner Dobba will make
an examination of the body to-day.

Kurtz was twenty-four years oll. He
waa employed as cashier In Isane &
Dexter's Casino, In Central Park. He

formerly lived with an aunt, Mre, Della
Kurig, at 3 Van Buren street, Hrook-
Iyn, Bha died recently, and left him
and his brother, Baul, considerable
money and real estate. His hours woere
long, and he concluded to move to this
clty. He went to live with Mrs, Harrin,
Her son was hin companion.

Last night he returned home shortly
beforo 11 o'clock. Mra, Harrls had re-
tired, and her son had gone to & pleale.

Kuris was whistling, as usual, when he
entered his room. In about half an hour
Mm. Harrls was aroussd by hearing
Kurts shout from the bathroom:

“Mrs. Harris! Mra, Harrin! For (lod's
sake bring me a knife, I want to cut
my throat!"

Mrs. Harria sprang from her bed and
ran (o the young man's assisiance.
8he threw open ths bath-room door,
Kurts was seated on the edge of the
tub in his underciothing, groaning. He
was black In the face,

“(Jet me a knife, guick.' he screamed.

“l want to 2ut my throat. 1 can't
breathe.’
Mm. Harrls's son arrived and ran for
a doctor. Ha I‘lli acarcely left the
house when Kurts began to th at the
mouth, and a moment later hin limbs
bacame d, Dr. Guillam A. Zabris-
kie, of East Baventy-ninth street,
who arrived with !D'Ill'l: Harris, pro-
nouncell Kurts to be dead.

The phyalclan asld he was unable to
diagnose the case by a superficial ox-
amination; although there were Indica-
tlona of polson, death, he declared, may
have resulted from natural causos. He
advined that the police he notified.
Officer Martin Langdon waa called In,
He searched Kuriz's eflects and found
a gold watch, a d'amond stud and §2
in money.

Ilrnalurn,

r. Hochhelmer wans not In attendance
on Wallich during the last twenty-four
hours of his life, and was thorefora not
competent to make the certificate,

Understand!ng th.s fact, Dir. Huber
seemingly Indorsed the certificate with-
out hesltation.
