where he ran into a policeman who was
Inclined to doze on pewt One look at
the Commissioner's double, however,
gave the bluecoat an energy which no

one dreamed he ever possessed. In the
belief that Mr. Andrews was looking at
him the policeman brushed the cobwebs
from his eyes and began trying doors
and windows at a lively rate.

In a little while the word prJl
over the precinct and Into adjoining
territories that Commissioner Andrews
vas around and the same news was
ccmmunleated to the liquor dealers

hen 1 o'clock arrived the saloons were
closed up In a hurry, and only In a few
instances could the side door be workod.
The man was around the east side until
after 2 A. M. when he disappeared.

It was only y that policemen and
liquor dealers alike found out that It was
not tho Commissioner, but his double,
who was around Mr. Andrews was at
Ms home and sleeping soundly during
the commotion.
