TO SECURE BETTER JURORS.

Justice Barrett Weirklas; at a BUI
to Facilitate Blsr Trials.

Justice Barrett, of the Supreme Court,
has originated a plan to Improve tha
present jury system, so far as It applies
to trials of prominent officials like Police
Inspector McLaughlin.

HLs Idea Is to prepare a bill for the
next session of the Legislature providing
for a special Commissioner of Jurors for
this city whose duty It shall be to select
from the 60,000 names from which trial
jurors are now selected, 1,000 names of
men If highest standing in the com-
munity, like those now chosen as grand
Jurors.

Thes 3,600 men will be exempt from
other jury duty and will only be called
as talesmen when some Important case
arlsos. When their services are needed
the special commlsslonr would draw
75 or 100 names from the 2,500 to serve as
talesmen.

The advantages of such a system. Jus-
tice Barret' points out, would be that
better, more intelligent and mora Im-
partial jurors might be obtained, and he
ime of rial shortened.

Justice Barrett says that before fram-
ing this measure, he will consult learn
the views of different members of the
bar in this city, Including men like Mr.
Choate, Mr. Carter, Mr. Root and Mr.
Hornblower.

HELD UP A CONDUCTOR.

Bold Robbery This Morulas; oa a
Second Avenue Car.

Conductor Henry R. Busert, of a Beo-on- d

avenue car, waa signalled by three
men at Chatham Square at 7.30 o'clock
this morning.

NOW TO REORGANIZE.
s

Tammany's Reapportionment Vio-to- ry

Gives Leaders New Life.

Aldermen Schilling, Dwyer and Je

relemart Claimed by Democrats.

Primaries to Be Called to Adopt
Campaign Measures.

The success of ths Tammany Alder-
men in railroading through their zebra-stripe- d

apportionment in place of the
Republican checkerboard yesterday has
Infused some life Into the political situa-
tion.

As soon as the new scheme for reor-
ganising ths Wigwam can be floated,
the preliminary campaign for the elec-
tion next November will begin. Tam-
many leaders mill get together to-d-

or and ask the Executive
Committee to call primaries to vote on
a reorganization plan which will be
prepared In a week or tno.

The conquest by Tammany of the two
O'Brien Aldermen, Schilling and Dwyer,
and President Jeroloman, who says he's
as good a reformer as Mayor Strong, Is
regarded as being for keeps, and Tam-
many men claim that all three will be
with Tammany In the future. The Re-
publicans credit this view ot the matter.
One of them said y:

"Tou can sometimes make a reformer
out of a Republican, but never of a
Democrat when It comes to scratching
his hide. On all party questions a Re-
publican reformer la sometimes a re-
former, but a Democratlo reformer Is
always a Democrat."
