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M'LAUGHLIN TO WAIT.

Justice Qaynor Will Not Hoar
ArgumentB on a Stay To-Da- y.

Wednesday at 2 P. M. at Newburg

Set for the Hearing.

Tho Not Ilreaklng
Down I'liyslrally or .Mentally.

Justice flaynor took the bench In the
Supreme Court, Drooklyn, this morning,
for tlie ostensible purpose of hearing a
motion for a stay of execution of Judg-
ment In the case of Inspector
William W. McLaughlin, who was sen-
tenced to two and half years' Imprison-
ment In Hlng 8lng, Wednesday, by
Justice liarretl, on a charge of extor-
tion.

District-Attorne- y Fellows and Prosecu-
tor Dernlel O. Holllns represented the
State, and Col. James and Abraham I.
l.lkus and Lawyer McCall appeared for
Mrl.nughlln.

When Justice Oaynor took his seat he
said:

"1 do not feel this morning like hearing
the argument In this case. I am holding
court at Newburg, and my mind Is
filled with matters pertaining to cases
there "

Col, jAmes said he was sorry Ills
Honor felt as he did, as they Were ready
to go on with 'heir arguments. He and
his associates would be happy to com-
ply with the convenience of Justice Qay-
nor, anil would take an adjournment to
such time as he mlirht aUKgest,

"I think." said Justice Oaynor, "that
2 o'clock Wednesday nt Newburg, would
be tho right time to hear the argu-
ment "

After much talk about trains It was
finally agreed that the argument should
be henrd at Newburg at the lime sug-
gested.

Col. Fel'ows told Justice Oavnor he
would not be present In Newburg as
ho was going to Europe, hut he would
be renresented bv one of his assistants,

McLaughlin refuses to
see callers at the Tombs, except mem-
bers of his family and his counsel.
