CHICAGO PERILS.

While Brooklyn runs a good second

P. Birch, the cashier of tha West Chi-
cago Street Railway, was shot and killed
In his olllce on Armltage avenue yester-
day morning while the street was
crowded with people. The assassin, who
li supposed to have been alone, got
safely away with about one thousand
dollar In money, and there is no clue to
his discovery.

Mr. Birch mad a brave fight for his
life and the Company's money. After
being shot In the back, he sprang for
his own gun Instead of obeying the
order to "hold up his hands." The sec-
ond shot hit him In the wrist and dis-

abled his right hand, but he plucklly
changed his rovolver to his left hand
and fought a regular duel with the rob-
ber, who Is known to have ticon hit In
tin- - shoulder. Three more shots wero
fired by the murderer and poor Birch fell
mortally wounded. He died three hours
afterwards. H was thirty-seve- n years
old and leaves an Interesting young
family.

It Is singular that the firing was not
heard. The murder was not known until
tlio Hupcrlnteudent und claim agent of
the Company went to the cashier's olllce
and found Illrch wounded and dying.
