One of the moat prominent reiorts
la aald to be the triangle at the Junction
of the Boulevard, Eighth avenue and
Sixty-sixt- h street. Here women may
often be seen sitting on benches, their
bicycles resting at the curb in front of
them. From this vantage point, wheel-
men claim, the women try to attract the
attention of riders and pedestrians.

Acting Captain Chapman, who holds
the place left vacant by Capt. Oalla-
gher In the Twenty-fourt- h Precinct,
eays no complaints have been brought
to him, nor has his attention been at-
tracted In any way to tha subject.

"Such women go everywhere nowa-
days," he said to an "Evening World"
reporter, "and I suppose a lot of them
ride wheels along the Boulevard: but I
know nothing of their lllrtiitlons there
The only way evidence could bo brought
against them would be to let policemen
In plnln clothts rlrto up and dcjr.ii cm
the Bouleard on the chance of being
spoken to by some of them"

The police of the neighborhood sny
numbers of such women undoubtedly
tide along the Boulevard every night,

that their actions have not jet
offensive enough to currant ar-

rests.
TIio costumci worn by miiniti rldors

In the vicinity, us a rule, are quite
modest. Out of cine hundred women
who rode down tho Boulevard one night
recently, several nf whim, by the way,
showed no lights on their wheels, sixty-seve- n

oro skirts, thirty wore bloomers,
and only three had knickerbockers.
Home of the skirts, however, were farmore suggestive than ordinary knicker-
bockers. 1 lie skirts were of varying
lengths, some reaching only to the knee

Several dresses were loud In cut ond
color, and the wraiers bore unmlstake-abl- o

evldcnco of women of doubtful
modesty.

DRINKS HARD TO GET.

Saloons Generally Closed After 1

O'Olock This Morning.

Police Vigilant, but Only Three A-

rrests Were Made.

Small Dealers Hint at a Hie Snlooa
with a Pull.

Notwithstanding the energetic mani-
festations of organised bodies against
the enforcement of the Excise law,
Acting Chief Conlln, backed by the Po-
lice Commissioners, Is putting the
pcrens of the law hard down upon the
saloon-keeper- s who not alone violate the
law on Sunday but on week days after
1 o'clock In the morning

As a result of the police vigilance
nearly all the saloons wero closed from
1 to 6 o'clock tlili morning

Acting Chief Conlln's men under In-
spectors Cortrlght, Brooks and McCul-Ing- h

reported the arrest of three vio-
lators after 1A.M throughout the city.

Two of the arrests were made In In-

spector Cortrlght's district. In the
Twenty-eight- h and Fourteenth Precincts
or East One Hundred end Fourth and
East Fifth Htreet Stations respectively.

The third arrest was effeoted In the
West Blxty-elRht- h street domain, re-

cently captained by Gallagher, now re-

tired, but now commanded by Acting
Captain Chapman

In tho Fourth 1'reclnct, In which !i the
Oak street station. In which territory Is
Riipnopd to occur the most flagrant vio-
lations of the Excise law, no arrests wui o
made. Acting Captain Thompson, with
a squad of picked men. was out from 1

to 4 A M., and In consequence the dis-
trict was practically sealed up as tight
as a drum.

m dry In fact, that many hundreds
of men who work down around
"Printers' Row" were forced to forego
a drink of beer with their early morn-
ing lunch.

Complaints floated about Police Head-
quarters this morning that some of the
Bmnller class of saloon-keeper- s are
closed up tightly, while a certain big
saloon, three or four blocks from Police
Headquarters, Is open and doing busl-ne-

GOFF CRUSHES V00RHIS.

Snjs It Would ne Cruel to Punish
Such a Man as that.

Recorder Golfs attention was railed
this morning to the published state-
ment made by Justice Voorhls In the
Tombs Police Court yesterday when tho
Justice was asked to refer a deferred
hearing to the Recorder.

"I won't refer to him," said Justice
Voorhls. "I have lost all respect for
that man since his action last Fall, and
I do not think ho Is a lit man to Judge
us between man and man."

Recorder doff naa asked If the Justice

hnd not been guilty of contempt of
Court.

"Decidedly yes," said the Recorder, "If
the person uttering such words was
mentally sound or capable of dlstlngulsn-ln- g

between right and wrong. But
whure the words are uttered by on
who Is not mentally or morally re-
sponsible for his language or actions
It wou'd be beneath my dignity to pay
attention tu them and cruelty to punish
the person."

BRAVERY WILL BE REWARDED

Roundsman Clormaa Gets a Medal
for MnvlnsT Life.

President Roosevelt, fresh from an
old Harvard dinner, presided at a meet-
ing of the Police Board this morning.

Lawyer Grant served the Board with
on order from the Bupreme Court to
.iliow cause why they should not re-

consider the resignation of Patrolman
Owen Rafferty, of the West Twentieth
street station, who alleges he resigned
under duiess. The Corporation Counsel
will be asked for an opinion.

Roundsman Michael German was voted
a medal and certificate of honorable
mention for saving the life of a man
who was about to drown oft th Battery
several days ago. Gorman has been
repeatedly honored for bravery, and has
received medals from Congress.

President Roosevelt directed Acting
Chief Conltn to report aa to th act of
Patrolman Heyer, of the Klngsbrldge
station, who t jacued a nun from drown-
ing at Rlverdale three days ago

J. M. Tower, of 61 East Eighty-sixt- h

street, sent a letter calling attention to
tho milestones along the Bowery and the
old Boston Post road, ani particularly
to the milestone at Fifty-sevent- h street
and Third avenue, which Is the four-mi- le

mark from City Hall. This, he
said had been raised from the ground
und was lying on the sidewalk prepara-
tory to being carried away. Knowing
President Roosevelt, and having been a
Harvard graduate with him, and know-
ing his regard for landmarks, Mr. Tower
requested the Police Board to take some
action, looking to a preservation of these
landmarks

"We have no Jurisdiction In this mat-
ter," said President Roosevelt, "but I am
very anxious that .these landmarks
should be preserved. The Board will re-
quest the Department of I ublic Works
to look after them."

Later In the meeting Roundsman Gor-
man was appointed Acting Sergeant and
Instructed to report to Acting Chief
Conlln for detail.

Acting Captain Thomas Morgan, of
the West Torty-sevent- h street station,
reported to the Board what means he
hnd used In effectually closing up the
saloon of Clancy A Hennessy, at the
northeast corner of Forty-eight- h street
and Eighth avenue, last Sunday. Tha
Sergeant said he stationed a man at the
side door, and directed him to take ex-
treme measures, and the saloon was en-
tirely closed In a short time. By the old
method he failed to keep the saloon
closed and had been unable to effect
any arrests.

"All commanding officers who ob-
serve 8ergt. Gorman's methods," said
President Roosevelt, "will succeed every
time. If the Captains don't succeed we
will And others who will."

Capt. Pickett reported that he had the
Casino Roof Garden under surveillance,
but oould not find J. W. Boyle, com-
plainant.
