OREATEST OF iXAKE.

The Anaconda Is Hone, lleantlfnl
anil

(Front Youtha' Companion )

Itecently a South American anaconda
which measurea twenty-nln- o feet In
length has been taken to the Natural
History Museum at South Kensington,
London. This Is one of the largest ser-
pents In captivity, but Mr. II. W. Hates,
an English naturalist who died tecently,
had heard on the Amazon of anacondas
which were forty-tw- o feet In length.
The bulk of such a serpent Is enormous,
and the Ilrazillan anuconda or Kunectes
rnurlrius, Is probably the largest snake
In the world. The weight of an ana-
conda Increases In an advancing propor-
tion ns its length Increases, that Is to
siy, a snake twenty feet long would be
four times the weight ot one ten feet
long e

These Ilrazillan anacondas, which are
sometimes culled pythons and often

though they are not
related to either the python or the boa
proper, are not venomous, but are never-
theless highly destructive either to man
or animals If they wish to be. They
can easily crush a man to death, and
cases are known in which they have
swallowed human beings.

It Is agreed by naturalists that the
Ilrazillan anaconda would be a dreadful
scourge If Its ferocity were tquul to Its
strength and Its aston.shlrig swiftness
of movement, whether on land or In
water. If It were an rapae.ous as the
Indian python It could kill every crea-
ture, Including mart, that Is found In the
delta of the Amazon.

It Is simply Impossible to keep out of
Its reach, as It will go anywhere, along
a rope, up the side of a ship, or in at a
house window, Mr. II W. Hates has re-
lated his experience with his Ilrst ana-
conda. He was ut anchor in a large
boat. In deep water, In the port
of Antonio Mnlngtielta. An anaconda
mratn out to the boat, lifted Its head
from the water, with It broke In the
side of a fowl house on deck und carried
off a couple of fowls

It was found that this snake had been
stealing ducks and fowls from that part
of the river for months. A hunt for him
was organized. Miles of river bank
wero searched, nnd at lust the serpent
was found sunning Itself In a muddy
crcsk and was killed.

Mr. Hates lived eleven years on the
Amnion without any serious adventure
with the anaconda. A neighbor ot his,
however, who had left his
son in a boat while he went ashore to
gather some fruit, heard th boy's
screums In the d.stitnco and returned to
llnd his child completely encircled by
an anaconda, which was preparing to
swallow him.

The father leaped upon the snake and
In his fury actually tore Its Jaws asun-
der nnd liberated the boy.

Like many other tropical snakes, the
anaconda Is brilliant and beautiful in
appeurance. Its skin is o groundwork
of rich brown, over which a double
series of blotches extends along the
back with bright rings along the sides.

TUB IflGHT-BIOOMIS- O CBRBt'l.

A niarantle and Itttaatlfal Illoom
Which Flourishes nt Los Angeles.

(From th. Land of f?unshtna )

A flower grown out ot doors the year
round surpasses one which has to spend
half Its year In an artificially heated
room, with little sunshine and less oxy-
gen. The superiority of California flow-
ers Is no miracle and no accident, but
the logical and Inevitable result ot more
favorable surroundings.

The night-bloomi- csreus la a plant
much admired by amateurs In the IJast,
where It is blooming as a social as well
aa botanical event. It Is neediess to say,
however, that an Kastern invitation to
come and see our cereuj bloom means
an Indoor analr. Dut It is not so here.
Cereus triangularis is one of the most
showy of the night-bloomi- cacti. The
branches are triangular, very thick and
heavy, with few and short spines. Out-
side, It grows to Immense proportions.
If planted near a dwelling Its great
branches flatten themselves against the
side, which attach themselves tightly
to the wood, until the stems bee. me har-
dened, when they loosen, turn gray and
hang like the fringes ot string. Plants
bloom from cuttings in a lew month
The time of blooming is from July until
November.

Tie buds are at first like rough
As they increase ln size, they develop
Into a gorgeous flower, with u scaly andpale green stem. They begin to open at
about 5 o'clock in the evening, and close
at 10 In the morning except on foggy
days, when they remain open until thesun comes out. The flowers measure
from nine to twelve Inches from tip to
tip of peta's, and twelve inches In
length Thu se.ls are greenish yellow,
the broad Inner petals fine creamy
white, like satin. The stamens He In
the centre like a skein ot silken floss,
their creamy anthers surrounding a
magnificent, large, light-yello- velvetpistil.

In this country the plant gives no seed
unless the flowers are fertilized

When this Is done. It bears a
splendid large fruit of i beautiful deep
rose color. The rind is composeo of
large, pointed scales, tipped with green
tho blossom end somewhat resembling
that of the pomegranate. It Is spherical
and meusjres from seven to eleven
Inches In clrcumierence. When cut
open, a pulpy, translucent centre Is dis-
closed, dotted with shining black s'eds
about the size of large plnheads, and
soft, like tig seeds. The pulp Is cool,
juicy m dellclously sweet. It Is sur-
rounded by a broad band of brilliant
carmine about three-eigh- ts of an Inch
wide, which makes a striking contrast
and renders It a most picturesque fruit
for the table. Cut In halves, sprinkled
with sugar, and eaten with u spoon
from Its deep carmine cup. It Is dainty
enough for the most fastidious. lly
Borne the taste for this fruit might
have to be cultivated, aa Is the cass
with olives and flgs, but It looks good
enough to eat and almost too pretty.
