Judicial Opinion Declares the Hlu
Mill I.enat In Tna.,

PAULAS. Tex,, July (.Judge George
Clark, of Waco, has submitted an opin-
ion as to the legality of the proposed
Corbett-Fitsslmmo- glove contest. The
opinion Is very exhaustive and lengthy.
Ills conclusions are:

1. That the original act of 1S91 waa
wholly Inoperative.

2. That when lta provisions were re- -
enacted In the Penal Code of 1W5, It was
still Inoperative for want of somo court
to try the offense.

3. That the law waa repealed by the
Revised Statute... which go Into effect on
Sept. 1, 1S35.

That there la now no law upon the
statute hooka of Texaa preventing pu-

gilistic encounters, and that upon a pay-
ment of tender ot the license fee
charged for such exhibition, there Is no
lawful power tn the Stale under present
laws to Interfere with the exhibition.

Judge Clark gave the matter at Is-

sue a careful study and a patient re-
search and hla opinion la moat sweeping.

Sheriff Tamsen ha before htm the

tak of explaining next Wednesday to
the Federal Grand Jury why h al-

lowed Post-omc- e Robber Kllloran,
Allen and Russell to escape from cus-

tody.
United States District-Attorne- y Mac- -

farlane to-d- served upon th Sheriff
the notice citing him to appear before
the Federal Grand Jury.

Mr. Macfarlane was reticent this af-- 1

ternoon when asked about the matter.
He said that beside the Sheriff

several other witnesses, whom ha re-

fused to nam:, would be examined with
Mr. Tamsen.

Concerning the Sheriff's responsibility
for the escape of the prisoner from
Ludlow Street Jail, the United State
District-Attorne- y would not express
himself, beyond the statement that he
thought the Sheriffs bondsmen could
be held liable for the amount expended
by the authorities In the attempt to
lecapture the fugitive.

The statement made by Acting District-

-Attorney Mclntyr that he would
have the Grand Jury make a careful In-

vestigation Into the escape has also
considerably worried Sheriff Tamsen.

Whether or not with the idea of
staving off possible Indictments, or to
clear his own skirts of all responsibility,
the Sheriff called on the Recorder this
morning and apent half an hour with
the latter in the Criminal Court Build-
ing.

At the same time Mr. Mclntyre waa
waiting In the corridor anxious to see
the Recorder and Induce the latter to
specifically charge th Grand Jury re-

garding the escape.
He says he will go before the Board

of Estimate and Apportionment at the
next meeting and ask for an Increased
appropriation so that he might add to
the force of keepers now at the jail.

In the mean time Bchneer
Is adding to tho story which he began
telling to "The Evening World" lastSaturday.

"No criminal prisoner In the Jail,"
he said, "was allowed Into the yard
for exercise. They were confined to th
tier upon which their cell were lo-
cated. They were up every morning at
7.30 o'clock, and had to be In their cell
Immediately after supper time,

"With the three men who escaped,
however. It was different. From the
very first day they were put In the Jail
they practically owned It, They paid
$15 for the privilege of eating at the
Warden's tame, and that gave them
everything. They were down at 8
o'clock In the morning and had their
bath. Then they lounged about the rec-
eption-room or In the yard. They saw
all the visitors they pleased, and gen-
erally did as they liked.

"Ex-Ward- Haabe says that the
men received no visitors before their
escape. That Is not true. The Mon-
day before they , got away Russell's
father-in-la- was In the Jail for three
hours and talked with the three men
at the back wall, near the Essex atreet
aide.

"Tho very day before their depar-
ture, a young man, with straw hat and
small-size- d mustache, was In the Jail
for a couple of hours. They could have
brought In all the pistols they wanted.

"Now, I want to tell all about what
happened on Thursday morning. I
was supposed to get to the Jail at t
o'clock sharp.

"I got there at 7.55, stopping flrst at
tho news-stan- d at the corner to buy a
paper. When I entered the Jail I saw
Keeper Schoen and the engineer. Flit-helm-

sitting In the office talking ear-
nestly. Back of the rail were the three
prisoners, all fully dressed and ready to
step out. They were not supposed to be
down at tho time.

"The moment I entered Fllthelmer
got up and said he had to go out to
mail a letter. I was surprised to see
Schoen, because he should have been
on watch upstalis. It was Keeper
Heartnagei who should have been on the
gate with the keys, but Instead, Heart-nng-

was upstairs. They had changed
positions.

"The Instant Fllthelmer had taken his
departure Schoen Jumped up and said
he wanted to go Inside for a moment,
and giving me tne keys, asked me to
hold them for him. I did so.

"He left the room, and on the Instant
Allen sprang at me, put a pistol to my
head, grabbed the keys and threatened
to shoot If I made a noise.

"The other two also covered me with
revolvers.

"Why was I left alone at all on that
mining, above all other days In the
yirar.

"Why were not these prisoners kept
In their cells after they had tried to
bribe their way out?"

The United States officials are still
hard at work on the case and Marshal
McCarthy has a number ot private de-

tectives searching for the men a well
as his own staff.

The men. however, are still at large.

BULLET IN HIS HEART.

Wllllnm Altennrra; Killed Himself
While HI Wife Was Absent.

William Altenberg, sixty-si- x years old,
who lived on the second floor of 589 Fifth
avenue, Brooklyn, was found dead
shortly after midnight, with a bullet In
hla heart. His wife, Annie, left home
at 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon, with
her nephew, Philip Knoor and some
friends, to attend a picnic at Ridge-woo- d

Park.
Altenberg had a sunstroke several

year ago and It left him In a weak
mental condition.

At v o'clock last night Mrs. Catharine
Kelser heard the report of a pistol.
She did not niako an Investigation. Mr.Altenberg returned at midnight nnd
found her husband lying across the bed
with a bullet hole In his left side. He
had died almost Instantly.
