Masked Mob Kill a Quiet Old Man

and His Son In Kentucky.

PRINCETON, Ky., July -A. mob of
manked men went to the residence of
Joseph Howton, at Lwliton, eliht miles
from here, last night, and murdered him
and his son, Howlett Howtcn.

Just as the clock struck 12 o'clock
one of the mob knocked on the door
and asked to see Howlett Howton. He
came to the door and after talking a
minute or two was seised and pulled
outside and shot through the body.

The mob then dragged him to the
gate and shot him reven times. After
they had finished him the gang went
back to the house.

The white-haire- d father begged that
they spare his life and the lives of
his family, hut his entreaties were un-
heeded and they made him back up
Into a corner so they could shoot him
without danger to his wife and daugh-
ters.

The leader deliberately counted ten
and then five of the men fired at the
old man. One ball struck him In the
wrist, another In the abdomen and a
third In the groin.

The men then left the house, taking
with them a boy veho worked on How-ton- 's

farm. They carried him to a va-

cant bullUng and fastened him, telling
him they would kill him If he attempted
to escape before daylight.

One of the women was so badly
frightened Ihat she was utterly pros-
trated, and her death Is loooked for.

There Is no theory as to th cause of
the mob's action. The Howtons were
nulet. Inoffensive people and storel well
In the community. The Sheriff and a
posse with the County Attorney have
