Dock at Southampton.

MPT. SUMNER'S EYES OPEN.

But for His Watohfulneia the
Cruiser Might Have Suffered

Great Damage.

LONDON. July II --Much chagrin waa

caused at Southampton by the report
that the United Btates cruiser Colum-
bia was seriously strained when she
war placed In dry dock there for the
purposo of cleaning and painting her.
The vague statements made gave the
Idea that tho alTalr waa greatly due to
the negligence of the management of
the dock, nnd this Impression has not
been dispelled.

The following Is the statement made
by a competent person who was pres-
ent during the operation:

"The Columbia was docked at South-
ampton on Monday last In the London
and Southwestern Compart) 'a dock, by
the Company, previous to her speed
trial trip across tho Atlantic. Capt.
George W. Sumner, the commander of
tho Columbia, had previously furnished
the Company with docking plans of tho
vessel

"When the water was pumped out of
tho dock It was discovered that no
bilge-block- s had been fitted, and the
keel Itself, from tho ram to nearly the
stoke-hol- e bulkhead, a distance of about
100 feet, was entlrel) unsupported The
whole weight of the ship was thrown
upon the nst of the keel

"Capt Sumner Instantly required the
contractors to block up the bilges and
forwnnl part of the Columbia's keel
and havo un Insptctlnn made of the
cruiser, Inside and out, by the office
of the Columbia

"This Inspection showed that there
had been a slight Indentation of the
keel under the boiler compartment, with
a buckling of the frames and a crack
Ing of the cement No other Injury was
discovered, so the work of scrubbing
and cleaning the ship's bottom was pro-
ceed! d with

"Capt. Sumner, however, was not sat-
isfied, and made a rigid Inspection of the
cruiser on the following afternoon It
was discovered that the huckllhg of the
outer bottom and strips ami frames un-

der the boiler compartment waa In-

creasing.
"The stanchions between the double

bottom and the protected deik had be-

gun to bend, and the Columbia's com-

mander decide 1 to havo her Mottled
The work of painting and

e leaning the cruiser wan Htopped and
was not nnUhel when the Columbia
left the doek at the next high tide

"The stanch'ons were pnrll) straight-
ened again after the cruiser wa ome
more borne up b the water, and the
many bailers and stentn pIpeH have s'neo
bt eti tested, with the result that no
further Injuries have )et been found"
