NO EXGUSE, SAYS COURTNEY.

Cornell's Trainer MakeB No Apol-

ogy for the Henley Defeat.

Arrival on the Steamship Naw York
To-D- ay with Other Notables.

Mr. Courttu-- nul'1 to a reporter:
"I cannot ofter any excuse for our de-

feat. We. were squarely heateu Ken-n- l
ought not to have catiKht a cruh,

that's all.
"Ills oar struck him In the xtomach

and knocked the wind uut of him, und
of course threw us out of the race.

"Our crew has heen suhjecleii to a
good deal of crltMsm rvKardlng; the
walkover In the llrnl race, hut there
did not seem to he anything else to do
under tho clrrumstanres.

"I did not see the rare, for I was laid
up In my room, and saw nohody hut my
doctor for over a week Had t heen
aliout, I would have known the true
condition of the men, ami the crew
would never havo started In the tlrst
rsce.

"The reports that the men were over-
trained are untrue. They were all rltfht
until the weather set In warm. Then
Kennell, Hager and Dyer not off In con-
dition and remained sJ until the race.

"We should have taken sixteen In-

stead of twelve men, and they snould
have been the belt we could have taken.
It was Cornell's mistake to send over

men to beat such men as Knu-an- d

can produce. Our crew this jear
was not a fast one. In fact, there was
not a fast crew there. Any crew that
cotdd have rowed a mile and a half
In 7.41 could have beaten any crew
there this yeur cjulto handily, W
should have won, nnd would have, as I
said before, but for the Fcnnell episode.
I want to say hero that you will never
attain catch the Hngllsh crews In the
condition they were this year.

"For a crew to do well at Henley
they never ought to ko over before a
week before the race,

"I fear our men v. Ill never bo the
same aga'n. It Is all very well to say
that after pannes off. a
person feels the same, if not better,
than before. You may Just well say
that a man hit with a bat. Is
tha same after the effects of the blow
passe off.

"Our crew was as good as any there,
and with the Ilucks side of the water
nnd tho wind blowing across tho course,
as It was on the day of the Trinity Hall
race, we should have won by at least
four lengths.

"In my opinion, the best crew there
was the New College, then came the
Trinity Hall, and then the l.ennders
About the worse boated crew In the race
was the Argonauts, the Canadians It
was a shame tn send such an excellent
set of men In such a poor boat "

Itegardlng English criticism, Courtney
said the crew was subjected to most
unjust criticism on the part of tho
press there, almost Immediately after
the landing of the men. In nferrlng to
the Cornell-Leand- race he hail this to
say:

"Had our representative, Mr. Francis,
been aboard the referee's boat on the
day of tho race, Cornell would have
been called All our men heard thn
signal and started. After rowing sotnn
distance, our coxswain turned to see
what had become of the I.eanders.
When he saw what had occurred he
waited for some sign from Mr. Wlllnn,
the umpire, and, receiving no order to
return, the crew rawed ovar the course.
Francis Was to hovo been at the start
and taken aboard the referee's boat,
but somehow did not get there. Hail
he been there the umpire would havo
turned to him, and our men would
have been ordered back."

Courtney said that Cornell, with her
quick, short stroke, rowed loven strokes
more to tho minute than the lyandors,
Tho New College men could row more
strokes to the minute, he said, than any
other crew there and got oer more
ground. The Herman crew rowed llfty
strokes to tho minute. In the rare be-
tween Trinity Hall and Cornell, the lat-
ter rowed forty-fou- r while their IJng-lls- h

opponents pulled forty-thre-

"Ours was not the short stroke that
the English supiiosed," he continued
"We used the full slide of the seat, 17
Inches. I do not ndmlr English ronlng
There Is no style about It It seonn to
he n question to pull as though the old
boy was after them. Tho English con-
cede us four out of six points. They
thought our stroke ought to be a little
longer and theirs a llttio shorter"

Regarding the change tn the captaincy
of the crew, Courtney said there was
no trouble between himself und Hhape

'"The sltuutlon Is simply this; I want-
ed some one In the boat to whom 1

could look to card' out my orders
Shape was not one of the crew, and
Freeborn was chosen. The boys all
wanted somebody In the boat with
them. The change was made fully ten
days before the people on this side of
the water were made aware of tt. Htlll
there was nothing In It. I regret ver
much that I became 111. We went oer
to win, and that we were beaten Is slm
ply one of the fortunes of war."

Courtney said he Intended to see the
Vigilant-Defend- race y and re
turn to Ithaca over the Lehigh Valley
on the 9.15 train None of the
crew accompanied hint Thi'y will re-
turn on tho 27th on the steamship St
Ixuls.
