Mr. James McManes, an
member of the once famous Gas Trust
and one of the Park Commissioners,
Brew exceedingly wroth the other day
when he saw that Sousa's "Belle of
Chicago March" was one of the chief
attractions of these concerts. He stat-
ed In (osltlvo terms that there had been'
many bitter complaints about the popu-
lar character of the Sunday music, and
that the obnoxious numbers must be
omitted, or the park guard would stop
the concerts at Lemon Hill, and, In
fact, wherever the naughty numbers
were played.
