Thi Cimnrit l.lner Wan Delayed by
a Fractured glenm-I'ln- e.

The belated Cunard line steamship
Auranla arrived at Quarantine at 11

o'clock this morning, all safo and well.
Capt McKay reports that July 26. In

latitude 44.18, longitude K.M, at 8 A. M
during clenr and calm weather, he was
obliged to stop ship owing to a fracture
In the main steam-pip- which supplied
tho engines with steam.

The ship was luld to, and Chief En-
gineer Mongall and his assistants set
at work Immediately to repair the
biokcn steam-pip- The break was near
tho flango and was about 24 Inches
long. The repairs were made by placing
a' patch over the broken portion of the
steam-pip-

Tho weather, fortunately, was re-

markably fine, with a smooth sea. This
greatly aided the engineers In their
labors and on the 27th, at T P. M In
latitude 44.18, logltudo K.W, the necessary
repairs were completed after n stoppage
pairs were completed after a stoppage
of thirty-seve- n hours. The Auranla
proceeded under reduced speed at the
rato of thirteen knots, without further
stoppage or accident up to the time of
arrival.
