A Man's Hints to Breadmakers,

The temperature at which bread e
both ralsed and baked 1s of the greatest
Importines in producing the perfect loaf,
I, Woods, of the Connecticut Experts
ment Station, placen the proper ralsing
temporature at from 8 to 85 degrees
Fahrenhelt, and the baking temperature
a1 about 4 degrees, In a late paper
on breadmiking he cautions the house
wife agalnst cooling the loaves of bread
too rapidly after taking them from the
oven. “Much of the souring of bread,”
he adds, 'ls doubtieas due to the lack of
care during cooling. Owing to the high-
Water contents, and the large amounts
of nitrogencus substances and sugar
Which bread contains, It is, especislly
while warm, a good soll for the develop-
ment of various kinds of mouids and
Lacteria, A loaf of hot bread taken inte
& poorly wentilated room crowded with
people, will become sour in the courses of
two or three hours.”

Sweet Rusk,

One pint of warm milk, one-half cup
of butier, one cup of sugar, two egEs,
one teaspoonful of malt, two-thirds of &
cake of compressed yeast, Make a sponge
with the milk, yeast and flour enough
for a thin batter., Let this rise over
night; In the morning add the butter,
eggs, sugar (well beaten together), then
salt, and flour enough to make a soft
dough; mould with the hands into balls
and let them rise very light, then bake.

A Polater Abont Worsted.

Benldes the bother in winding worsted,
for fancy work, off in the balls, It 1s not
good for the worsted itself, It stretches
it wnd removes something of the light
surface, making It stringy. It is better
to unwind a akein Into a very loose
round, llke a bhottomless nest in shape,
and, holding this on the lap, use from It
in working.

A fine sllver polish is mads of two-
thirds of a pint of alcohol, one-thin of
A pint of ammonia and a tablespoomfal
of whitening, shaken thoroughly. Wet &
small sponge In the mizture and rub
the sllver or brass quickly, and rub off
with a dry soft flunnel befors It has &
chance to dry on the metal.
