side Ihe Infant.
Iloth were taken to a hopltal, where

nal Injures and the broken bones would
probably result fatally to both.

Mental derangement It supposed to
havo caused the mother's act.

"I know that he was 111 for Ihreo
weeks nnd that when she again ttp-- I
wared upon the street hIic was pale

and mutinied. I know that for over a
month previous to her leaving me she
mad" almost dally visits to the ntllen of
l)r Illggs. I know that he tried vety
hard to get her to go to a convent after
her Illness.

Mr Low says that he was In acfncommunication w'th the police, and
would not rent until Ihe person who
caused his daughter's death was bruught
to Justice.

ANOTHER SUSPICIOUS BLAZE.

Hre In West Third Street Which

May Be the Subject of

Investigation.

It came to the knowlcdgo of the police
about midnight last night that an al-

ii nipt had been made yesterday morning
to let file to the IHe-sttir- y tenement-hous- e

at Heroin! avenue. At 6 o'clock
yesterday morning Klleii IJrn.it, a joung
uoman vOiu llvtn on the second floor.
tuned downstairs to get some milk. On

reaculng tho head of the stairs leading
to the ground floor the ouug woman
slipped on bomcthlng and slid half-wa- y

dntwistnlis.
Sho screamed as sho went down. Her

screams aroused tho janttress, .Mrs.
Iluck, who ran to her assistance. Mis.
thick also slipped, and saved herself
fiom falling by grasping the balusters.

Investigation showed that somo one
had smeared tho hall and stairway with
grease. It nppiared to be a mixture of
lard and turpentine It was poured oter
the-- floor on the llrst landing above the
ground flour, and extended almost to the
bottom of tho stairs leading to tho sec-
ond floor. There were
matchts lying around, and two small
holes had been burned In the carpet.

Mrs. Iluck scraped the grease from the
llooi, und subsequently went tn the
agent of the houso nnd told him of the
matter. The agent Is Mr. Newman, who
has an olllcu at Second avenuo and
Klghth street.

Mr. Newman mado an Investigation
among the tenants, and then made
known the facts to the l'lro Marshal.
Tho latter had men Investigating the
lire all day yesterday unknown to tho
police, l.uat night shortly before mid
night Mrs. Wullace, who lives on the
top floor of the house, told the police
about the occurrence, and tho litter
made a report of It to Police Headquar-
ters this morning.

It Was said that the house belongs to
ail estate, and that It Is at present In

the hands ot executors. To whom the
estate belongs could not bo learned from
any of the tenants this morning. It was
said that the Fire Marshal still had the
matter under Investigation.

Another lite broke out early this
morning, which gave evidence of having
been set. The Hie occurred on tho llrst
floor of the thtee-stor- y brick building at
Xi West Third strut, in tho rooms of
thn Star Novelty Company.

In thn basement of tho building C.
Ilergerson entries on a locksmith husl-nes- i,

and hn and his wife sleep In the
rear of the shop. The Star Novelty
Company occupies tho finer above. The
stole nt the Novelty Company closed
last night about b o'clock. A short time
after that a oung man went to the
roims of tbe llergersons, nnd said that
he was employed by the Novelty Co. and
that hu leturned to get a watch which
he In J left In thn olllco. The young
man gained an entranco by a window
111 tne lenr.

Somo tlmo after that a tenant named
Sylvester llrophy, who lives on the top
floor, returneit home. He thought he
studied smoke. He made a casual In-

vestigation and finally went to bed with-

out making any discovery.
Subsequently ho went downstnlrs

again, not being satisfied with his first
Investigation, and saw smoke coming
out of thu rear vlndow of thn rooms
ot copied bv the Noveltv Company.
This was about ft o'clock this morning.

When thr Hi emeu arrived they dis-
covered that tho smoke came from a
pile eit paptis and rubbish In the very
centre of the floor In tho rear room.
The flames had spread to the wood-
work of thn loom, and before the Hie
was extinguished damage to tho extent
of about $'iO- was done.

It was learned that the partnership
of the Company had been dissolved

and that during the dav a num-
ber of panels had been destroyed and
burned It Is thought the tire mav
have been smouldering and did not break
out until later, but still the firemen
cunsider the tire to be of a suspicious
nature and the Tire Marshall's otllco
has been notified and an Investigation
will be made.

The deposit of 11,650,000 made yester-
day by the Morgan-Belmo- syndicate
at the was made up prin-
cipally of Assay Office certificates for
bullion, which was deposited some time
ago.

Although it Is not known exactly what
the resources of the Syndicate are, It
Is said In Wall street that It has at
least 1S.000.000 gold In reserve In Its
vaults, upon which It can draw from
time to time as the requirements of
the Treasury demand.

The Syndicate up to date has de-
posited in the In exchange
for legal tender notes. 6,:!50.000 gold In
excess of the J65,000,000 gold which It
paid in for the sale of the February
issue of bonds.

The Hamburg-America- n liner a,

which sailed this morning for
Hamburg, carried three consignments
of gold and one of silver. The gold was
shipped In lots of 11,000.000, 1150,000 and
J192.0OO, making a total of $1,342,000. Tho
sliver shipment was 136,700.
