The little one was crossing the street
opposite her parents’ resldence, In com-
pany with her cousin, twelve yeurs old,
who only just saved her own life by
Jumping back. The mother of the vie-
tim sat at the window watching the
children and was an eye-witness of the
eruel slaughter,

drag the little body under the car und
to crush out ita life,

Hiw
Jabe, cross-counters, punches and vio-
lent rushes at wll the Presidents of the
United Btuten und the editor of the
Evening PPost have completely decelved
the pubilic. While he puswid his days
oh Park How writing “divvie' articles,
his lenguorous nighte at Glen Cove were
given up te the fashloning of such fila-
gree lines as:
