No maurder within recent times bas

the appearance of such cruelty as thet

with which Puskolka stands charged,
He was a butcher, employed, when be
worked,  which was seldom, I &
slaughter-house. Llittle of his earnings
reached his wife. Bhe was the malss
stay of the house and practically the
sale support of herself, husband and
five uildren,
It was not Jealousy of any other
man that prompted Puskolka to murder
his wife as had at first Leen supposed
by the neighbors, It was because ale
was tired of supplying him with momey
and refused to give him any more. OB
her refusal he decided to kill her, and
went about It n a manner that leaves
little duubt as to the premeditation,

Mutllated the Dead Deody.

First he cut her throat with his ows
butcher knife, having sharpened It to &
razor-like keenness. Theu ha dug the
knife Into her mouth down to the
throat, and turalng it around nearly cut
oft the lower hall of the woman's faoe
and chin, Next he chopped at the back
of her head, and concluded by slicing
off a section of flesh on the back, just
below the spinal column.

Puskolka and hia wife came from Gers
many to this country ten years ago.
Her first husband was named Karl
Bchoenleln, a butcher, wha left her four-
teen years ago with consiierable money
and three children, of whom the eldast,
Lizzle, now mnineteen years old, alone
survives, Bhe remalned a widow one
year, when, meeting Puskolka, who wae
a rather handsome blond young mam
of twenty-four years, she fell in love
with him, and two years later they wers'
married. Of the four chiliren born of
that marriage, all are alive. Paullne ba
the eldest; lda is eilght, Annle is sim,
and Lillie 1s four years old,

Early Married Life.

When the couple came (o this country,
ten years ago, they opened s butcher
shop en Throop avenue, Brooklyn, whers
they remidued uatll about & year ago.
As buriness began to fall they came to
this ¢y, and Mrs, Puskolka, who still
held on to the money, purchased the
Cafe Waldorf, 1l4 East Fourth strest
It was an unlicenser restaurant,

After purchasing It she sub-iet it, bug
her tenant defaulted In reat, and she
deckded toe run It herself. While her
husband was at work in the slaughters
house, Thirty-ninth street and Eleventh
avenue, where he procured employment,
she proposed to run the cafe in the day-
time, and her daughter, Liszie, took
chiarge at night.

Wanted Money far Drink.

Puskolka was a drinking man, and
In cunsequence of his love for lguoe

Then he began to grow jealous of his
wife, particularly when she refused
to give himm money. The jealousy, rage
or whatever else it might be culled, oul-
