Capt, Cranfleld eald that no further
changes would be made In the spars for
the M Cup race,  Afler that soine
tinkering might be necensary, It ail
depended on how the salls worked on
Baturday,

Valkyrie will ruce with her new steel
boom ana her hollow wooden gaff, which
are now steppod wid in place,

A gang of men wan at work thim morn-
Ing fitting blocks of wood between the
Nanges of the steel boom, whera the
maln sheet tuckling will be fustened.
The arrangement Is similar 1o that on
the old boom,

Another gang was at work on her
under-body, laying on an extra widih
of copper plate, extending from the

forefoot down about two-thirds of the |

way to the rudder, along the knel,

This, It was sald by Deslgner Wataon,
wan done to strengthen the hull at the
stern.  The strip of copper was aboug
#ix Inches wide at the stern and tapered
off v about four inches.
