but there was no panic among them.
The majority went on deck without
hiving taken time to dress.

The women and children were first
embarked in the ship's boats..

The sea at the time of the collision
was perfectly smooth.

The steamer Turklstan stood by until
danger was past, and then proceeded
In the direction of Cardiff.

Tho.lMamVoundered at 3 o'clock, two
hours after the collision.

Later and fuller accounts of the
show that the Edam and the

Turklstan enme together with grat
force, although they were proceeding
cautiously In the fog.

lllli Hole In Hilnm'K Side.
The Turklstan's prow made a grcst

hole In the side of the Kdam.
Both esstls Immediately lowered

boats, and many passengers were trans-
ferred from the Edam by the Turke-
stan's boats to those of the former ship.

Another act. lint says that the Edam
foundered within half an hour after
tho collision.

Everything is being done at Plymouth
to make the shipwrecked people com-

fortable and to supply them with cloth-
ing, as all theli baggage was lost.

The Edam had on board ninety-thre- e

steerage passengers. The Turklstan's
bona were badly damaged by the col-

lision.
PLYMOUTH, Sept. 19 (I.ater).-T- he

Edam was struck amidships on the pjrt
side. Tapt. llrunsma was on the hrldge
at the time. He had heard the Turkes-

tan whistle and had replied several
times, when at last the vessel loomed
out of the fog It too late to avoid a
collision.

The captain Immediately s'gnalled to
reerre engines and ordered ever body
on deck. He directed that the passen-
gers, officers and crew be divided Into
four paitles, one for each of tlie steam-slilp'-

boats. The boats were lower-- d

without any pinlc. The women and chii-die- ti

were hnnded down Into them, some
of them but half dressed

In the menu time boats from the

Turkestan bad arrived, and Capt Drew,
of the Vulture, from Hrlxham, who had
beard the rrash, brought his trawler
alongside of the fast sinking lldani

Capt. l)re, of the Vulture, In an in-

terview, sail that he had just reached
Ihe fishing ground, ahiut fifteen miles
northwest of the HJclystone Lighthouse,
when the fagbink came up. Hear'ng the
sound of whistling and a little later of
the crash of the vessel, In collision, he
bore Immediately In the direction of the
noise. Tho night was so dark that he
was unable t.i see how large the ves-

sels were or where the Turkestan struck
the Edam. He did not think that the
Turkestan was much damaged, but he
ascertalnel that her stem was some-

what Injured.
Thu officers of the Edam said that

there was no panic on board the steam-
ship, but that everybody kept per-

fectly cool. Prom other sources It was
learned that thu Edam settled down
stem first and sank, about forty min

utes after the vessels struck, by which
time all the boats had gotten clear of
the doomed steamship.

Capt. Brunsma tried to board her
again before she sank, but the danger
was too great.

The passengers wete all emigrants of
the poorest class, and none of them
could speik English When they
reached Plj mouth they prevented a
pltlahls spoctable, the most fortunate
of them being only half-cla- They
were, howevei, soon piovlded with
clothes. English ailit"incn contributed
money for the alleviation of theli dis-
tress and local tradesmen gave gener-
ously.
