"I Hist started yachting In Sydney
harbor, l.lko all good yachtsmen and
Australians, I did not see why the cup
should remain in America. 1 travelled
nil through tho United States last
Autumn.

"I understand Cat Vilkyrlo III. cost
the Duniaven ndlcnte 3o,quii, ,uti,
designer's fees, and 1 am quite pre-
pared to spend an equal sum, I shall
call tho uoat after tho colony where I

havo made my gi cm test successes. West
Australia.

"It will be a fin keel craft, nnd will
lie built upon somewhat similar lines tu
Britannia. 1 cannot dlsc-lo- the meas-
urements yet.

"The acceptance of Mr. nose's chal-
lenge for the America Cup will pre-
clude the possibility of my racing In
1SW5, but I shall have my jacht ready
for 1S97.

"In this enterprise I am nsoelited
with a syndicate of wealthy. yachtsmen
and sportsmen of the West Knd.
