James Finn, a conviet serving a five-
yoar term in Sing Bing Prison, escaped

last night. This morning when Keeper
John O'Keefe went to Finn's cell he
found a dummy on the cot, with the bed-

clothes drawn over It

An alarm wos immedistely sent out
to the police of all the citles, but no
trace ol the escaped conviet has been
had,

Finn was sentenced to five years on
Sept. 2, 19, In this city, for burglary
in the second degree, and was taken to
Sng Sing on Oct, 1 of that year. His
term would have expired in Aprii

Finn is'described as having blue eyes,
black halr, and weighing 141 pounds, §
feet 834 Inches In height and had &
scar on his left wrist, one on his right
fore-finger, one over his right eye and
unother over his left ear On his left
forearm he had the initials “E. F." |
Finn's age Is miven as twenty-four.
His mother's address is 333 East Forty-
reventh street, this city,

The cell which Finn occupled was on
the third tler of the men's old prison.
The ofMcials still have no ldea how he
effected his escape,

Finn stole a watch on Sopt. 10, 1586
Detestive John HBecker, of the East
Thirty-nfth strpet statlon, f(ound him
at the foot of Thirty-ninth street and
tited to arrest Rim A desperaie fight
onsued and when Hecker pressed his
revolver against Finn's head the thlef
defled Mm to shoot,

Becker then pounded his head with
the revolver untll he had knocked him
unconscious, whon ne took him to the
station, Finn s o desperate character,
It was stated at the prison this morn-
ing that Warden Johuson and his keep-
ers were completely puzzled as to how
Convict Finn made his cscape. Between
seventy and elghty convicts serving
short terms occupy the bullding,

It is possible that when the gang
were mustered late yesterday afternoon
to be marched to thelr ceis, Finn was
not in the ranks, and managed to hide

somewhere In the grounds until dark-

At 630 this morning, when Principal
heeper Connaughton opened the prison,
the escape of Finn was reported to him
It has been customary to blow the
alarm whistle when a convict escapes.
The whistle was no! blown this morn-
ing, and the resldents In the vilage
did not know of the escape until War-
den Johnson and his Keepers drove
wbout making Inquiries.
