There Lebowitz counted them and
found only eight of the eleven persons.

Like a madman, despits his burns, he
dashed Into the Eldridge street station
a few minutes !ater crying that three of
his children were In the burning house.

It was then too late to save them.

After the firemen had got the flames
under control the bodjes were found In
the burned-out apartment. Annie and
Mulia lay within four feet of each other
in the hallway.

TRIED TO ESCAPE.

They had evidently followed thelr
father in his first attempt to reach the
stalrway to the roof and had fallen un-
conscious. Johin's body was found ia &
room.

All were terridbly blackened and burned
by the flames.

Max Wall and hig family of three In
the apartment on the north side of the
top floor escaped over the alr-shaft be-
tween it and 76 to the roof of the latter
bullding.

Michael Raschbaum, a laborer on the
fifth floor, tried to dash into the hallk
way on the fifth floor and got ssverely
burned. His daughter, Sophla, dragged
him back and the family got down the
rear fire-escape.

Bessie Port, twelve years old, and her
#ister Sarah were the first to get down
the rear fire-escape. They were followed
by about seventy persons, who found
