Unt!l resently the sisters were of a
l'vely dlsposttion, called regularly one
their many f(riends in the nelghborhood
and gave no algn that anything was
wrong  with their mental condition.
Tey occupied the lwer floors of thelr
house and let out the upper rooms to
lodgers.

Some weeks ago the sisters, who had
always been rgular attendants of the
Roman Catholic Church of All Saints, at
Madison avenue and One Hundred and
Twenty-ninth strect, became even more
fervent in  thelr Treligious devotions.
Then a change came over them and
they spent most of their time at home
in praying.

At times all three would become
hysterical, would weep and ery out ex-
cltedly, and of a common impulse would
throw themselves an thelr knees crying
out theéir prayers and lamentations.

A priest from the church they at-
tended called upon them at times and
endeavored, without avall, by argument
and counsel, to bring them backto their
normal mental condition. Dr. A, Ward
Roff, of No 175 West Ninety-second
street, was called In to attend them, but
their condition grew worse gradually
unttl it was belleved that they had re-

Hglous mana {n an advanced form,
This morning Dr. Roff notiled thelr

brother, James . White, of 19 Eldret
strect, Brooklyn, that ft would be well
to have his sisters examined as to thelr
sanity. The police of the One Hundred
and Seventy-sixth Street Statlon were
notified and Detective Meahan aceom-
panted Mr. White, Dr. Roff and a
trained nurse when they went to the
house in two coaches this morning to
take the women away.

Catherine was taken in the first coach
in which sat her brother and the trained
nuzse. She was hystarical and made
a scene hefore getting intn the coach.
In the second coach wery the other twa
sisters in care of their brother and
Detective Meahon.

The coaches were driven quickly down
to Bellevue, and the sisters were placed

in _charke of the insanity exiuniners,
During the taking of thelr history in

i

the pavillon they remgined qulet, the
youngest sister takin® her place be-
tween her two elder sisters and placing
her arms around the walst of each.

They did not converse with any one
or with each other and answered ques-
tions without hesitation.

Prostrated by Awful

In the yard surrounding a pretty
white cottage in Petham a goateart les
tipped over In a bed of violets to-day.

ty-nine—to kil his boy and take his
own lfe Is n mystery that is doubtlesx
locked away from the understanding
of those who knew and loved him.

His brother belleves that he was a
victim of  melancholla and that the
taking of the life of the boy was the
sudden impulse’of A manire. The widow
believes that the manja was brought on
by overwork.

There are persons in Pelham inclined
to think that a letter addressed to John
Halgh left at the village post-office on
Thursday by a mysterious stranger had
much ¢to do with the tragedy. Halgh
was a New Yorker, a hookkeeper for
Roberts, Cushman & Co., a firm in
Washington place. He married, some
six years ago in this city, a girl stll in
her teens.
