They Demand an In-
crease of 50 Cents
Pay a Day.

More than 150 men emploved in bulld-
footbridge over the new East
River Bridge went on strike to-day fnr!
an increase In wages. They are con-
nected with the United Housesmiths and
Bridge Bullders’ Unfon.

A secret meeting was held and a com-
mittee of six went down to the foot of
Delancey street and Induced from fifty
to seventy-flve men to quit work.

The same committee then proceeded
to the Brooklyn end of the structire,
and had no trouble in Inducing about
seventy-five more men to stop work,

Thoe men demand an Increase of B
cents a day over the present rate pald
them, which {8 $3.76. They claim thelr
work Is extremely hard and perilous.

Mr. Charles A, Roebling, of the Roeb.
ling Company, which Is bullding the

He
had long been a poltical leader in his
State and was a prominent faotor in the
Senatorial contest which rgsulted in a
fourth term for United Btates Senator
Shelby M. Cullom last winter,

The former Governor was widely
<nown as ‘Poker Jark" Tanner, a so-
briquet 'won through his fondness for
tho American gnme of draw poker,

Gov. Tanner's adminintration of State
affalrs as Governor was stormy. He
sicceeded  Altgeld In the Exeoutive
chalr.

During his administration, which end-
ed In January, he was married (for the
second tme) to a Chicago woman.

He was about fifty-Aive years ald.
