A mistake of the officials caused
& rlot at the finlsh of the race. Only
the prompt action of the police pre-
vented a free fight. There were no means
of declding the winner and the riders
and spectators set up a howl that
threatened injury to the careless man-
agers of the event.

As usual on previous occaslons, the
last two miles of the twenty-five, the dis-
tance of the race, are run on the road-
way, and the otficials at the finish had the
tape stretched across the broad speed-
way awalting the first bunch of riders.
In some unaccountable way the first
buanch, numbering about twenty, were
not turned out into the roadway, but
continued down the path.

As a result the riders went on back to
the grand stand and were overlooked by
the officials. The racers, on finishing,
noticed their mistake and eome of them
turned back over the course,

The officlals were hopelessly mixed up
and unable to decide on the winner, and
when the crowd heard this, members of
the many cycling clubs present began
shouting for thelr respective entry and
claiming the victory.

This led to arguments between the
different club mombers and blows were
exchanged. Many policemen on the
scene, however, quieted the excited
throng before any serious damage was
done.
