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Captain of the lowa
Said It Was Impos-
sible to Coal on Cer-
-tain Days — Another
Schley Witness Told
of the ‘ Nasty Sea.”

WASHINGTON, Sept. 30.—\Vhen the
Bchley Court of Inquiry convened for
the afternoon session Rear-Admira)
Robley D. Evans, wiiv as Captaln com-
manded the battle-ship lowa during the
battle off Santlago. was called to the
witness stand.

He stated that he hud first joined the
fiying squadron off Clenfeugos on May
2, at1 P. M., when he took despatches
from Admiral Sampson to Commodore
Bchley.

These despatches he had sent to Com-

- modore Schley by his executive officer,

Commander Rogers, he not seeing the
Commodore himself. As the despatches
were sealed he did not know thelr con-
tents.

Juége Advocate: '"Please state what,
it anything, was done while the squad-
ron was off Clenfuegos toward devel-
oping the fact as to whether the Span-
ish equadron under Admiral Cervera
was or was not In the harbor of Clen-
fuegos.'”

“There was nothing done, so far as |
know.""

“What, If anything, within your
knowledre was done toward destroying
or preventing the further completion
of the enemy's batteries In the vicinity
of Clenfuegos?’’

**On Sunday afternoon, I am quite sure
it was, Commodore Schley formed his
squadren In columns and stood in to a
range of about a mile and a half from
shore, made a turn and stood out again.
That is the only thing I know."

No Attack Made,

“Was any attack made upon the
enemy or by the enemy at that time?"

*“No. They all got up and stood on
the breastworks and looked at us, We
eteamed out again. There was no firing
on either side.”

“YWere you within range of the bhat-
teriep dn_the vicizity of Clenfuegos with
“the heavief guns of your ship?"’

“l dil not see any batteries, There
was a work they were completing
there."’

“Were you within range of this?"’

*Quite easy range, yes.'’

*“The battery of the lowa consisted of
what?**

“Four twelve.inch, eight
and twelve four-inch guns.”

“Were there embryo batteries within
range of you: elght-inch guns when you
steamed In?’

““They were within easy range."

“Were they within range of the four-
inch guns?"’

I shauld think so, yes."

“Did the lowa coal ship while in Clen-
fuegos, and If so how much dild she
take?"’

“We took In 260 tons of coal on the
twenty-third. We began about seven in
the morning and stopped at six In the
afternoon. We took coal from a colller
alongside, the Merrimac, [ think."

The lowa Coaled.

Admiral Evans sald that he had coaled
the lowa from the Merrimac on May
23, while off Clenfuegos, and that he
had no difMculty in doing so.

Bpeaking of the conditions of the
weather on May 24 and 35, the witneys
sald that on the evening of the twenty-
fourth it was squally; that on the morn-
ing of the twenty-fifth the sky was
overcast and that the weather was
agaln squally; In the afternoon it was
worse, there being a good deal of rain
with a long sea.

He sald that after 1saving Clenfuegos
the vessel had steamed to a point about
thirty mlles south of Santlago, ar-
riving there on the evening of the
twenty-sixth, and that at that time the
squadron was heading to the east.

The weather at that time, he sald,
was not such as to prevent the coal-
ing of ships at that date, The lowa
at that time had ahout 825 tons of coal
aboard, or sufficlent for steaming 3,000

" mlles,

On blockade the ship used about
thirty or forty tons of coal a day.

“Why wns the retrograde movement
made?" asked Judge-Advocate Lemly.

“I do not know,” was the reply.

The witness sald he could have coaled
at sea on the 27th, as the sea was
smooth.

Hill had the
other gun in that turret, I gave him the
range at 11,600 yards and he fired. and
that shot struck very near the stern of
