{SCAFFOLD ON NEW HOUBE? ALBERT ROBINBON RYAN LAID

AT BEST.

Large Crowd of Curiosity Seekers
Surronnded the House Where
Fuaneral Services Were lHeld.

The funeral of Albert Robinson Ryan,
the boy who was murdered some time
during last Sunday night, and whose
body was found in a burlap bag In an
areaway In West Twenty-second street
early Monday morning, took place this
aftsrnoon from the home of his mother
Annie Roblneon, No. 300 West Twenty-
firat street.

The services were conducted by the
Rev. W. C. Coles, who made a brief
address, In which he sald the crimes was
the most horrible he had ever heard of,
and declared that no punishment that
could be meted out to the gullty person
would be too severe.

There were several hundred persons,
monstly colored, at the service, and the
street In front of the house was filled
with curiosity seekers. Interment was
made {n Mount Ollvet Cemetery.
