Relatives from Springfi

eld, Mass., Lay Claim to

Estate of the Millionaire.

(Bpecial to The Evening World.)

BPRINGFIELD, Mass.,, Nov. 26.—-The
1896 will of Willlam Marsh Rice will be
contested by relatives living In Spring-
fleld and vicinity.

The setting sside of the document
would in effect establisa that Rlice dled
intestate, in which case his property,
which is estimated at $8,000,000, would
be divided.among the relatives, rrovided
that the will of 1900, generally known as
the Patriak will, is proved a forgery.

‘The late Millionaire Rice was born In
Bpringfield in 1816, and was ‘he thira
child of David and Patty Rive. He had
five sisters and four brothers. Two sis-
ters are still living.

The contestants of che 1896 will, whick
leaves the bulk of his property to tae
Rice Institute of Texas, Inclule Mras.
Anaa Olde, of Pelmer a sister; Mrs.
Charlottea McKen, of this city, also a
wistei'; Joseph Blinn, of this city, a
nephew, and Willtam A. Ricc, ~* Wil-
braham, a nephew.

Mrs. Olde is 78 years old and Mre.
McKeo 7¢.

Frederick Willlam Rice, a nephew
living near Saranac Lake, N. Y. Is
understood to be one of the contestants.

Acting under instructions from thelr
nttorneys the relatives refuse to dls-
cuss the grounds oh which the contest
s based. It |s intimated, however, that
the authenticity of the 1596 document
{s doubted.

‘““There are lois of grounds' on which
to base a contest,” said one of the rela-
tives to-day.

The sisters of Milllonnire Rice ridicnle
the claim of Mrs. Marla Shuler, of Des
Moines, [a., who asserts that Rice was
her brother. Mrs. Shuler says that her
maiden name wia Maria Rice, and that
she grew up with the late milllonalre in
Crawford County, Pa.

The names of the sisters of the dead
millionalre were Loulse, Lucy. Minerva,

Char'otte and Susan. Loutse and Char-
lotte are the survivors. Rice was of old
Massachusetts ancestry, and had at-
taincd his majority, his sisters assert.
before he ventured outslde of New Eng-
land. The relatives also claim that the
Rice estate is greatly in excess of
$8,000,000.
