See the Accident on
Staten Island Boule-
vard -- Owner of Ma-

Although one man was killed

and seven spectators were in-

jured by an automobile at the
speed trials of the Automobile
Club of America on Staten Isk

and Speedway this afternoon,
the police of the Borough of
Richmond at first made no ar-
rests, nor did they insist upon a
statement from the man responsi-
ble for the accident.

This was W. C. Baker, Presi-
dent of the Baker Motor Vehicle
Company, of Cleveland, O. He
was trying to break a record with
one of his machines and was run-
ning so fast that bystanders aver
ihe front wheels were off the

ground.

About two hundred yards from the
finish line Mr. Baker lost control of
the sleérlng gear. He, with a man
wha wis in the vehicle with him,
juniued and escaped injury.

“Thy deserted: machine ploughed
into ithe crowd' lining the Speedway
and did not stop until the bbdy'of
John Brick, of Stapleton, became so
wedged in the machinery that fur-
tier progress was impossible.

Immediately after the aceident Dis-
trict-Attorney Rawson, of the lmr-l
ough of Richmond, ordered that the
speed trials be discontinued. There
will be no more racing on the Staten
Island Speedway.

The course over which the speed trials
was held was blocked out of the Staten
Island 8peedway between Dugan Hills
and Grant City. Attracted by the an-
nouncement that the fastest automo-
biles in the United States would be put
through their paces, an Immense crowd
gathered along the mile stretch.
