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S HIS WIFE BELIEVE HYLAS

AS 1 HUSBANDS

Astounding Charges
Made by Thomas E.
Elliott in a Separa-
tion Suit.

In a suit before Justice Steckler in
the Supreme Court to-day, Thomas
E. Elliott charged that the woman
whom he married Jan, 21, 1869, has
since wedded six other husbands,
some of whom are sull living. She
admits four marriages.

Mms. Helen C. Elllott had applied for
alimony and counsel fees pending the
trial of an action for a soeparation,

Mrs. Elliott, or, as her husband cliimas
her to Iw Mrs., Elliott-Duncan-Peck-
Whipple Markwith-Smith-Totter, says
Elliott on May 1 ordered her from his
home at No. 78 Cha 8 street, She is
sixty-four and Is now living at No. 116
Waest Fifteenth street. Elllott, she says,
Is a Custom-House watchman at $2,00
a year

Shut Out in the Snow.

Elllott in his afMidavit scts forth that
when he married the plaintiff she was
a Miss Helen Towle. In 1871, when
snowstorm was raging, he returngd home
one night to find the door locked against
him. In reply to his demand for ad-
mittance, he says, he was informed by
his wife that his trunk was packed in
the hall and that he could take it and
leave, as Mrs. Elllott had received some
money from a relative and did not wang
to have anything to do with him,

He left and sought shelter elsewhere,
and from that time until April last—
thirty-one years—he says he never heard
of her.

He then proceeds to give the alleged
record of his wife's other marriages, ob-
tained after a searching investigation

On Aug. 24, 18576, he says, the plain-
tiff, under the name of Ellen Tywle,
married August C. Duncan, who had
the marriage annulled

In 1882 he says she
Peck under the name of Ellen C. Dun
can, The newly married pair, Elllott
alleges, were tried and convicted and
sentenced to slx months' Imprisonment
in Snake Hill Penitentlary for robbery

Charles Whipple, Elllott alleges, la-
ter married her under the name of
Helen C. Peck, and lived with her at
Seventeenth street and Sixth avenue

As Ellen Whipple, the woman married,
Elllott says, John Markwith, In elther
1885 or 1886, They went to live in Orange,
N. J., where Markwith died in 1892,

married him under the name of Ellen
o, \\'lxl&)rle He is sald to be still Hving.

In the letter Hylas said
he had Kkilled his sweetheart in the
woods near Winfleld, L. 1., and that he
himself would he dead by the time
Bousa recelved the latter,

,Bousa took the letter to Capt, Tltus.
An Investigation showed that Hylas
was stlll allve, and he was arrested
In his pockets were several other let-
ters addressed to friends and relatives,

All were similar to that received by
Bousa. Hylas told the police it was al!
a Joke,

But Capt, Titus's men have a differen.
story, They saw Mlss Petran, and she
sald that Hylas had called on her Bun-
day evening, just after he had malled
the letter to Bousa, and had tried to
persuade her to a drive with him, sug-
gesting that they go to Long Island
for the evenlng. Bhe told the police
that she suspected something was
wrong and refused to go. She gaid to
the detectlves:

“There was something about him
which made me belleve he wanted to
get away from home and I would not
g0, He had threatened to kill me if I
dld not marry him, I was always afraid
of him., When he came Bunday evening
and made the proposition to go out I
ran upstairs where he could not get
me and from there I told him that I
would not go. 1 also told him to go
1way froam the house and not to come
here any more, That was the last ]
saw of him,

“From what has transpired 1 belleve
that he intended to take me over on
Long Island and kill me and then, per-
haps, kill himself. 1 feel safer now that
he Is arrested.

Capt. Titus sald that he belleved that
Hylas, after belng spurnod by Miss
Petran, resolved to wait his caancs and
kill her. Hylas is still] held as n dan-
kerous person  He will be arralgned In
the Jefferson Market Court to-morrow
morning and the police will rry to have
him commlitted to HBellevue to have bis
mental condition passed upon. If he Is
declared to be sane the Rgl
