Promptly at 2.30 the guns of the bat-
tery began booming and the town com-
mittee of Nahant appeared at the en-
trance to Senator Lodge's estate to
meet the President and escort him to
the Nahant public library.

Presidents of the

Anthracite-Carrying

Roads Meet To-Morrow, and a Sur-
prise in the Strike Situation Is Ex-
pected--Report that Mr. Morgan Has
Been Silently at Work on a Scheme
to End the Trouble,

Everything indicates that a crisis

will. be reached in the coal strike

-

situation to-morrow afternoon, when
the presidents of the coal-carrying

roads meet 1n the Central Railroad
of New Jersey Building.

The tremendous power, of public
opinion is beginning to have its ef-
fect upon the operators, and in or-
der to stifle the growing indignation
of wne people it 8 believed the coal
road presidents will decide to open
themselves to argument.

Since his return from Europe J.
Plerpont Morgan has sald nothing
as to the strike situation, but he has
studied it with care. A man of his
astutenees will, it is believed, recog-
nize the fact that tne situation de
mands action in the direction of the
settlement of .he strike. It fs sup-
posed that ne will communicate his
idea to the coal road presidents, and,
of coursa, they will not hesitate to
consider any suggestions he may see
fit to make.

There were several reports in Wall
street to-day that the strike had
been settled. Unless the general im-
pression is wrong there will be some-
thing to say after the meeting of coal
operators to-morrow, and the coal
road presidents, spurred on by the
universal demand that the trouble
be settled, may come to the conclu-

sion that there {s something to arbi=
trate after all.

A committee of three from the Cit-
izens' League of Hazleton, Pa., came
to New York to-day and called at

ha went home at 3.46 P. M., but it is
understood that they have a plan for
settling the strike that will be pre-
sented for his consideration,

Labor Mcen Urge Arbitratiom.

At the regular weekly meeting of the
Central Fegerated Union In the Uni-
versity Settlement Bullding a resolu-
tion was passed calllng on President
Roosevelt to summon a special seasion
of Congress to enact laws that will
force the coal operators to submit to
arbitration. As an al{ernative, the reso-
lution recommends that the mines be
placed under federal ownership and ops
erated for the benefit of the whole
peoplo. t

At his home In Lawrence, L. 1., Rus«
sell Bage gave to The World an Inter-
view declaring that it was Mr. Morgan's,
