Chafles A. Smylie

Meets Death in the

Adirondacks and Widow Wires News
to His Brother Adolph, All Details
Being Missing for the Present.

Charles A. Smylie, of No. 140 West
Fifty-eighth s!'reet, a wealthy manu-
facturer of licorice, was accidentally
ghot and killed in the Adirondacks
last night. Forticulars are lacking.
The body will reach New York to-
morrow evening.

Information of the tragedy came
to-day to Adolph Smylie, a brother
of the dead man, at the licorice fac-
tory at No. 385 Lorimer street,
Brooklyn, in the form of a telegram
from the widow, reading as follows:

“Charles was accidentally shot and
killed last night in the woods."”

It will be seen that the telegram
is not definite in that it does not
state whether Mr. Smylie shot him-
sdf or was shot by another member
of the party.

The hunting camp I8 in a remote
spot in the mountains and further

details are unobtainabla until those
in charge of the body get down into
civilization.

Mr. Smylle was a very wealthy
man. The licorice concern in which
he was interested is the largest in
the world. He had no children.

After a summer of extremely hard
work, Mr. Smylie arranged a va-
cation, which began a week ago last
Saturday, when he left for the
Adirondacks in company with his
wife and Judge Storr, of Orange, N.
J., a relative by marriage. Judge
Storr has a “hunting lodge at Blue
Mountain Lake, in the heart of tlie
Northern New York wilderness.

In a letter to his brother, received
two days ago, Mr. Smylie said that
he was enjoying his outing and re-
gaining his strength. He wrote that
he would return to Brooklyn next
Saturday.
